BACKGROUND: 

In order to assist Queensland local governments with the cost of implementing water fluoridation, 
DSDIP manages the Queensland Water Fluoridation Program (QFCAP). QFCAP provides up to 100 
per cent funding of eligible works for the lowest cost option for the safe provision of water 
fluoridation. The Water Fluoridation Act 2008 and the Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 provide the 
legislative framework for the QFCAP. 

The Act was amended by Parliament on 29 November 2012 and received assent on 5 December 2012. 
The amendments repealed the mandatory requirement for water supplies servicing greater than 1000 
residents to be fluoridated. This requires local governments to decide whether or not to proceed with 
fluoridation based on the best interests of the community. 

Please refer to background details of the QFCAP (Attachment 2). 

KEY ISSUES: 

Under the earlier version of the Regulation, council was required to commence fluoride dosing into 
the Charleville Bores by 31 December 2011. As a pre-requisite to access QFCAP funding, 
MJN Environmental Pty Ltd submitted on behalf of council a Fluoridation Concept Design Report 
(FCDR). The FCDR details the project's estimated cost, construction timelines, ongoing operational 
and maintenance costs and asset depreciation. 

On 19 October 2010, DSDIP officers met with the council in Charleville to discuss the requirement to 
meet the former regulatory obligations under the Act and Regulation and to inform council of 
funding available under the QFCAP. Officers provided a presentation about the preparation of a 
FCDR; chemical selection; the funding approval process and general assistance to Council with 
meeting the formerly regulated date.

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At this meeting it was stressed that the idea behind the project was for Public Potable Water Suppliers 
(PPWS) to engage an external contactor to undertake all the work for them, thus the project did not 
pose a great imposition on the PPWS workload. 

Council officers indicated at the October 2010 meeting that due to the particular circumstances of the 
bores, the council had already incurred expenses designing options for a project FCDR. 

On 21 March 2011, the council engaged MJN Environmental Pty Ltd to prepare the FCDR and also 
lodged an electronic application for QFCAP funding with DSDIP. 

In August 2011, the council applied to Queensland Health (QH) seeking an exemption under section 
8(1)(b) of the Act from the requirement to implement fluoridation based on issues associated with the 
natural chemistry of the water and the difficulty to calibrate and adjust technology at multiple bore 
sites. This exemption process and eligibility criteria was managed by QH. 

On 4 April 2012, DSDIP received a letter from QH advising that the Charleville Bores were being 
included in a submission that was being prepared for the incoming Health Minister. It was proposed 
that the timeframe for implementation of the bore projects be removed from the former Schedule 1 of 
the Regulation (as there were obstacles to safe fluoridation). 

On 8 June 2012 Council received a letter from DoH advising the Charleville Bores had been removed 
from the implementation timeframe and that the proposed fluoridation will only require 
implementation at a time when the Health Minister considers it appropriate to proceed 
(Attachment 3). Following the amendments to the Act and Regulation in late 2012, the council has 
decided not to proceed with fluoridation. 

Departmental officers instigated processes to reimburse council for eligible expenditure incurred in 
the FCDR process in May 2013. This was as a result of a series of fluoridation related phone calls and 
emails where council officers confirmed QH former fluoridation exemption and that the bore projects 
would not be constructed. 

The council provided evidence from its financial database to substantiate the $35 917.50 spent on the 
FCDR in good faith. DSDIP has assessed council's evidence of eligible fluoridation expenses and 
council's request for reimbursement totalling $35 917.50 for this project. All costs are exclusive of 
GST. 

Council is eligible to access QFCAP funding to cover the cost of the preparation of the FCDR. The 
reimbursement amount does not require the standard contingency of 20 per cent to be applied, as the 
costs are based on the actual amount spent on the project to date. 

Normally QFCAP would not reimburse funds for council incurred expenses. However, given the 
relatively small amount involved ($850.00), and that the council had previously flagged this item 
expense with DSDIP, it is recommended that these costs be allowed in the overall reimbursement 
amount, refer to the statutory declaration (Attachment 4). 

As with all QFCAP projects, in order to be reimbursed, the project requires a funding approval and 
the council will be .required to enter into a Financial Incentive Agreement with the state. Should you 
agree to approve funds for this project, DSDIP will negotiate with the council to enter into an 
agreement. 
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At 10 June 2013, 87 projects had QFCAP funding approvals totalling $57.40 million. Savings from 
projects completed under budget total $1.43 million, leaving $2.68 million of QFCAP funding 
available to fund water fluoridation infrastructure. The approval of $35 917.50 (excluding GST) for 
the Fluoridation of the Charleville Bores project being sought in this brief, can be met from the 
$2.68 million remailling in the QFCAP budget

Supplier (PPWS) to implement fluoridation within the timeframe prescribed in the 
Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 (the Regulation). A relevant PPWS under the Act 
means a PPWS supplying potable water to at least 1000 members of the public. 

Department of Health (DOH) administers the Act and subordinate legislation which 
establishes the implementation program and administrative and regulatory 
arrangements. DOH also sets the prescribed concentration of fluoride in drinking 
water and has primary responsibility once fluoridation plants become operational 
(following implementation). DOH has published and retains responsibility for the 
Water Fluoridation Code of Practice for the design and operation of fluoridation 
plants. 

The Major Projects Office is leading the infrastructure implementation of the 
Queensland Water Fluoridation Program (QWFP) from 2008-2014. 

The Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG) guides the implementation of 
water fluoridation by PPWSs (Councils and Water Boards). The departmentally 
managed IPMG contract professional technical services from two companies (Cardno 
Pty Ltd and Beca Pty Ltd), to ensure the safe implementation of the QWFP in 
accordance with the Act, supporting Regulation and codes, and to meet the 
implementation schedule as announced by the former Premier in December 2007. 

QFCAP funding guidelines provide for funding of reasonable, lowest life cycle costs 
directly related to fluoridation. The proposed method of fluoride dosing must also 
conform to the Water Fluoridation Code of Practice. The Major Projects Office 
administers QFCAP and recommends QFCAP funding for each PPWS, based on 
recommendations of the IPMG. 

The Queensland Government has allocated funding to QFCAP over a six year 
period, from 1 July 2008 to 30 June 2014, to assist each PPWS outside South East 
Queensland to safely implement fluoridation of regulated water supplies.

QFCAP provides funding towards capital works associated with the design and 
installation of fluoridation infrastructure. Eligible works include design, 
construction and commissioning and initial plant operator training. 

Recurrent costs associated with operations and maintenance are excluded, apart 
from an allowance for the first three years provided to Indigenous commun ities 
which have implemented fluoridation under QFCAP. 

Amendments to the Act repealing the mandatory requirement for water supplies 
servicing greater than 1000 residents to be fluorida ted were debated and passed by 
Parliament on 29 November 2012, receiving assent on 5 December 2012. The 
amendments require local governments to decide whether or not to fluoridate based 
on the best interests of the community. 

To accompany the amendments to the Act, the Regulation has been amended to 
remove Schedule 1 of the Regulation. Schedule 1 listed the water supplies to be 
fluoridated and the dates before which fluoride must be added to a water supply. 
Regulation amendments were passed by the Governor in Council on 20 December 
2012. 

PPWS that have expended funding on fluoridation in good faith, when fluoridation 
was mandatory, but decide not to continue with fluoridation or cease dosing 
fluoride, will be reimbursed eligible costs for fluoridation. 

The QFCAP will continue until 30 June 2014, to enable PPWS sufficient time to 
submit reimbursement claims due to: 

• community consultation, where untaken, to assist local governments in the 
decision making process, 

• contract negotiation where PPWS pull out of a construction contract; 
• delay in commencement of fluoridation infrastructure, for those tha t decide 

to continue implemen tation of fluoridation, while PPWS awaited Act 
amendments. 

With the removal of Schedule 1 of the Regulation any PPWS, regardless of 
population serviced, will be eligible to apply for funding under the QFCAP for 
fluoridation infrastructure, where the Council makes the decision to fluoridate. 
Payment claims will need to be finalised prior to the completion of QFCAP in June 
2014. 

The QFCAP guidelines are currently being updated to reflect recent Act and 
Regulation amendments.

Program Guidelines 

These guidelines take effect from the x xxxx 2013 and replace the previous Queensland Fluoridation 
Assistance Program (QFCAP) guidelines of March 2010. 

The Queensland Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program (QFCAP) provides funding for new fluoridation 
infrastructure to public potable water suppliers (PPWS) in regional Queensland. 

Amendments to the Water Fluoridation Act 2008 (the Act), repealing the mandatory requirement for 
water supplies servicing greater than 1000 residents to be fluoridated , were debated and passed by 
Parliament on 29 November 2012, receiving assent on 5 December 2012. The amendments require 
.. local governments to decide whether or not to fluoridate based on the best interests of the 
community. A copy of the legislation is available at www.legislation.qld.gov.au. 

These guidelines are to assist those PPWS who: 
• Intend to continue with the construction of water fluoridation infrastructure; or 
• Intend on constructing new water fluoridation infrastructure; or 
• Cease adding fluoride to water supplies or do not proceed with water fluoridation, and who wish to 

seek reimbursement for eligible expenditure incurred to date on water fluoridation projects (eg 
concept design reports) . 

NOTE: ANY PPWS SEEKING REIMBURSEMENT FOR EXPENDITURE INCURRED ON PROVIDING 
WATER FLUORIDATION MUST ENSURE THE PROJECT: 
• RECEIVES A FUNDING APPROVAl; AND 
• HAS A COPY Of TME COUNCil RESOlUTION CONFIRMING THE PPWS INTENT EITMER TO 

ADD FlUORIDE, CEASE FlUORIDATION OR NOT PROCEED WITH WATER FlUORIDATION; 
AND 

• HAS A bETTER Of INTENT CONFIRMING THEIR COMMITMENT TO THE ONGOING SUPPlY 
OF flUORIDE TO TME WATER SUPPlY SYSTEM (only af:Jf:Jiieable te PPW8 that intend te

• HAS A FINANCIAl INCENTIVE AGREEMENT EXECUTED FOR THE PROJECT; AND 
• SUBMITS ALL CLAIMS AND FINAL REPORTS TO QFCAP BY 1 APRIL 2014. 

EXPENDITURE REIMBURSEMENT CLAIMS RECEIVED AFTER THIS DATE MAY NOT BE 
PROCESSED; AND 

• COMPliES WITM OTMER REQUIREMENTS IN TME GUIDEliNES AND OTHER REbATED 
DOCUMENTS. 

Please see Appendix 1 for details regarding expenditure reimbursements. 

1. Program objective 
The Queensland Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program recognises the additional costs faced by 
PPWS who wish to proceed with introducing water fluoridation into Queensland public potable water 
supplies outside South East Queensland. The Program also provides reimbursement of eligible 
expenditure incurred to date on water fluoridation projects that do not proceed or where PPWS cease 
adding fluoride to water. 

PPWS must ensure all dosing plants comply with the Act, the Regulation (available at 
www.legislation.qld.gov.au) and the Fluoridation Code of Practice (the Code) (available at 
www.health.qld .gov.au/ph/documents/ehu/fluoride_codepractice.pdf). DSD
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DOD 

QFCAP funding is eruy available for new fluoridation dosing installations. QFCAP will also provide 
reimbursements for approved projects where PPWS cease to add fluoride to their water supply systems 
or do not proceed with water fluoridation. Funding is not available to repair or upgrade existing fluoride 
dosing systems. 

2. Program description 
The Queensland Government has allocated funding over six years for this program from 1 July 2008 to 
30 June 2014. Eligible PPWS can receive up to 100 per cent of the eligible, approved capital costs for 
fluoridation projects that meet the criteria for funding . The funding applies to the installation of new 
fluoride infrastructure, or eligible expenditure incurred with the preparation of fluoridation concept design 
reports. 

As a general principle, the State will provide funding towards the capital cost of the lowest life cycle cost 
option that will safely meet the requirements of the Code. PPWS should include chemical costs as part 
of the life cycle cost analysis. 

The Minister may consider proposals that are not the lowest financial cost subject to appropriate 
justification. 

Those water suppliers that have expended funding on eligible fluoridation infrastructure in good faith and 
decide not to continue, proceed with fluoridation or cease to add fluoride can be reimbursed up to 100 
per cent of the eligible costs directly related to the fluoride infrastructure. 

3. Infrastructure Project Management Group 
The Queensland Government established the Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG) to 
facilitate the roll-out of fluoridation to regional Queensland. in accordance with the timeframes specified 
in the Regulation. The IPMG is managed by the Department of State Development, Infrastructure and 
Planning (DSDIP) in conjunction with technical consultants. IPMG will operate until 30 June 2014. 

The IPMG is responsible for communicating with regional PPWS during all stages of the fluoridation 
program. They are responsible for: 

• reviewing Fluoridation Concept Design Reports and supporting information submitted by PPWS; 
• recommending subsidy levels to the Queensland Government; and 
• assessing expenditure reimbursement claims and facilitating payments to PPWS. 

A variety of suppliers have been pre-qualified for QFCAP eliminating the need for PPWS to prepare 
tender documentation. These include: 

• professional services 
• plant and equipment, 
• supply of fluoridation chemicals 

The full list of suppliers is included in the Queensland Regional Fluoridation Information Pack (QRFIP). 

Copies of the QRFIP are available on request.

Construction contractors have not been pre-qualified. PPWS will need to source construction 
contractors and arrange preparation of tender documentation and contract specifications-information 
on this process is available in the QRFIP guidance notes. 

4. Eligible applicants 
Any PPWS outside of South East Queensland may submit a funding application for reimbursement of 
eligible water fluoridation works. 

5. Eligible project costs 
QFCAP funds are available for eligible project costs. PPWS are reminded the lowest life cycle cost for 
the safe introduction of water fluoridation will be funded. Any expenditure above the lowest life cycle 
cost will be funded by the PPWS. 

Eligible items may include, and not be limited to, the following : 

• fluoridation concept design report preparation 
• project detailed design preparation 
• contract management 
• plant design 
• construction (plant and equipment) 
• initial plant operator training for two operators per plant 
• commissioning 
• chemical storage facilities 

Further details on eligible project costs are included in the QRFIP. 

Expenditure Reimbursements for Projects where fluoride was not added to the Water Supply 
Systems 

Following amendments to the Act, repealing the mandatory requirement for water supplies servicing 
greater than 1000 residents to be fluoridated , PPWS may seek reimbursement on eligible, approved 
expenditure incurred for fluoridation infrastructure that is complete, not completed or where fluoride 
dosing has not commenced. Claims for "partially completed" infrastructure should take the same form as 
"completed" projects. In addition the water supplier must provide a copy of the Council resolution 
confirming the PPWS intent of ceasing to add fluoride to their water supply system or not proceeding 
with water fluoridation. 

6. Ineligible project costs 
Project works that are generally ineligible include: 

• repairs and maintenance to other equipment 
• equipment replacement costs 
• other civil works not integral with the fluoridation dosing plant 
• recurrent costs associated with operation and maintenance 
• depreciation 
• decommissioning costs

• costs involved with making the decision to continue or cease fluoridation, including legal advice, 

penalty costs in breaking a contract and costs associated with compensation to other local 
governments or the water supplier 

• PPWS administration and engineering costs 

NOTE: PPWS should be aware that internal administrative and engineering costs will not be considered 
eligible for funding . PPWS should liaise with DSDIP prior to committing funding in these areas. 

7. Funding Application selection criteria 
For new water fluoridation projects, a PPWS should submit the Fluoridation Concept Design Report at 
the time of making the initial subsidy application, a copy of the Council resolution confirming the water 
suppliers intent and a Letter of Intent confirming their commitment to the ongoing supply of fluoride to the 
water supply system. 

PPWS will submit a Fluoridation Concept Design Report to the IPMG at the time of initial subsidy 
application. The funding will be based on the most appropriate installation and will be recommended by 
the IPMG to the Queensland Government subject to a review of the Fluoridation Concept Design Report, 
taking into account benchmark designs and target cost estimates. 

The Fluoridation Concept Design Report is reviewed against the requirements in the content checklist 
and a QFCAP funding recommendation is made to the Queensland Government (further details in the 
QRFIP). QFCAP applications are approved by the Minister based on the IPMG recommendations. 

PPWS must meet the ongoing costs of the plant's annual operation and maintenance, the cost of funding 
asset depreciation (on a current cost basis) and any appropriate insurance of capital works for which 
subsidy is provided. 

NOTE: ANY PPWS SEEKING REIMBURSEMENT FOR EXPENDITURE INCURRED MUST SUBMIT 
ALL CLAIMS AND FINAL REPORTS TO QFCAP BY 1 APRIL 2014. EXPENDITURE 
REIMBURSEMENT CLAIMS RECEIVED AFTER THIS DATE MAY NOT BE PROCESSED. 

8. Operations and funding 
By accepting funding through the QFCAP for construction, PPWS commit to the ongoing operation of the 
fluoridation system in accordance with the Act, the Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 (the Regulation) 
and the criteria outlined in the Water Fluoridation Code of Practice. 

Particular emphasis should be given to: 

• operation and maintenance 
• technical criteria 
• workplace health and safety issues 
• environmental and health requirements. 

This also means that once the commissioning of the fluoride plant has been completed and the handover 
accepted, each PPWS has a commitment to the ongoing supply of fluoride to the water supply system. 
Department of Health should be notified immediately should a PPWS need to stop fluoride dosing.

Any ongoing operational issues and reporting, as specified in the Act, the Regulation, and the Water 
Fluoridation Code of Practice, should be addressed to the Queensland Health Water Quality Unit. 

9. Expenditure reimbursement process 
The procedure for submission of expenditure reimbursement claims can be found at Appendix 1. 

Where a water supplier decides to cease adding fluoride to its water supply or does not proceed with 
water fluoridation they may be reimbursed up to 100 per cent of the eligible costs directly related to the 
fluoride infrastructure. The process for seeking reimbursement mirrors the necessary steps that need to 
be undertaken for new water fluoridation projects (outlined above) except the Letter of Intent 
requirement. The Council resolution would need to provide evidence of the PPWS intent to cease 
adding fluoride to their water supply system or not proceeding with water fluoridation . Claims for "partially 
completed" infrastructure should take the same form as "completed" projects. 

10. Additional administrative arrangements 
PPWS must ensure ongoing compliance with all regulatory administrative, reporting and auditing 
requirements as per legislative requirements (available at www.legislation.qld.gov.au) and the 
Fluoridation Code of Practice (available at 
www.health.qld.gov.au/ph/documents/ehu/fluoride_codepractice.pdf) . 

Queensland Government representatives may attend fluoride-dosing plants at times during the 
implementation program or decommissioning phase to conduct any inspections required as part of the 
subsidy application and claim approval processes.

12. Financial Incentive Agreement 
Subject to funding approval, each funding recipient must have in place an executed (signed) Financial 
Incentive Agreement between the recipient and the Queensland Government prior to commencing the 
project. A Financial Incentive Agreement is prepared by the Queensland Government in consultation 
with the funding recipient. 

The Financial Incentive Agreement records the details of the approved project, approved funding and the 
subsidy payment schedule. Compulsory special conditions, together with other special conditions that

may be negotiated between the Queensland Government and the funding recipient, will also be identified 
in the Financial Incentive Agreement. 

A copy of the Council resolution confirming the PPWS intent either to add fluoride, cease adding fluoride 
to its water supply system or not proceeding with water fluoridation must also be in place and provided to 
the IPMG. A Letter of Intent confirming the PPWS commitment to the ongoing supply of fluoride to the 
water supply system (only applicable to PPWS that intend to continue with the construction of water 
fluoridation infrastructure or intend on constructing new fluoridation infrastructure) is also required. 

13. Timing of expenditure reimbursement claims 

First Advance Payment 

Following amendments to the Act and Regulation, the 10 per cent advance payment previously made to 
the funding recipient within 10 working days of executing the Financial Incentive Agreement will now NO 
LONGER BE MADE. 

PPWS who have previously received a payment of 10 per cent of the approved funding on execution of 
the Financial Incentive Agreement will still be required to acquit these funds prior to submitting additional 
expenditure reimbursement claims. 

Where a water supplier decides not to proceed with fluoridation and the advanced payment exceeds the 
expenditure incurred by the water supplier then the State will seek a reimbursement from the water 
supplier. 

Final Expenditure Reimbursement Claim Payment 

The final payment of ten per cent will be paid subject to funding recipients meeting all of the conditions 
included in the funding agreement. If all of the conditions are not met, the Queensland Government has 
the discretion to withdraw this final ten per cent. 

Payments 

Progress claims for reimbursement funding can be submitted at any time. It is recommended that claims 
be continually submitted as expenditure is incurred. The claims should be supported at a minimum by: 
• Evidence from the PPWS financial database; 
• Council resolutions (as outlined earlier in these guidelines) 
• Letter of Intent (if applicable as outlined earlier in these guidelines) 
• A completed Budget and Cost Report; and 
• Photographs of the completed works. 

A final expenditure reimbursement claim is paid subject to the conditions in the Financial Incentive 
Agreement. 

Where a water supplier decides to cease or not proceed with fluoridation, then the PPWS will 
have only one opportunity to request funding. Thus, it is vital that all expenditure items are 
included in the PPWS submission.

Contact should be made with QFCAP 
in this regard '.Vhen completing the Project Close Out Report) .

BACKGROUND: 

In order to assist Queensland local governments with the cost of implementing water fluoridation, 
DSDIP manages QFCAP. QFCAP provides up to 100 per cent funding of eligible works for the lowest 
cost option for the safe provision of water fluoridation. The Water Fluoridation Act 2008 and the Water 
Fluoridation Regulation 2008 provide the legislative framework for QFCAP. 

The Act was amended by Parliament on 29 November 2012 and received assent on 5 December 2012. 
The amendments repealed the mandatory requirement for water supplies servicing greater than 
1000 residents to be fluoridated. This requires local governments to decide whether or not to proceed 
with fluoridation based on the best interests of the community. 

Please refer to background details of QFCAP (Attachment 2). 

KEY ISSUES: 

Under the earlier version of the Regulation, council was required to commence fluoride dosing into 
the Cloncurry water supply by 31 December 2012. As a pre-requisite to access QFCAP funding, the 
council prepared a FCDR with an estimated project cost of $767 039.00 which excluded any 
contingencies. 

The Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG) reviewed the FCDR during April/May 2012 
and recommended the project could be safely implemented at a lower cost. At that time the total 
recommended QFCAP allocation for this project was proposed to be $715 855.00 (including 
20 per cent contingencies). 

During May 2012, the first of several QFCAP funding approval briefs for council was prepared for 
your consideration. This brief was subsequently put on hold while council discussed with the IPMG 
its concerns over QFCAP funding allocated.

Following the second review, the IPMG recommended QFCAP funding remains at the original 
recommended amount. After further conversations with council, a new brief recommending QFCAP 
funding approval was prepared in November 2012. 

However, this brief was again placed on hold along with several other QFCAP funding approval 
briefs, while Queensland Health prepared Act amendment proposals for debate in Parliament in 
relation to water fluoridation. 

Throughout this period of uncertainty for water fluoridation projects during 2012, DSDIP advice to 
clients listed in the former Schedule 1 was to continue to prepare their FCDR and detailed design 
work. Therefore, prior to the Act amendments and working towards meeting the legislative 
31 December 2012 timeframe, council has incurred, in good faith, QFCAP eligible expenditure on the 
FCDR and detailed design phase totalling $73 638.90 (exclusive of GST). 

On 18 December 2012, after the amendments which repealed the mandatory requirement and after 
assent, council resolved "that council not introduce fluoride into the potable water supply''. 

Throughout the earlier months of 2013, DSDIP officers communicated with council and discussed 
requirements for claiming eligible QFCAP expenditure. In June 2013, council submitted a series of 
documents to substantiate an expenditure reimbursement claim of $73 638.90 (exclusive of GST). 

DSDIP requested, and on 17 July 2013, received a letter from council dated 12 July 2013 confirming 
council has resolved that it will not proceed with constructing water fluoridation infrastructure at the 
Cloncurry WTP. In addition, council's letter requested $73 683.90 expenditure reimbursement for the 
project. However, this letter contained a typographical error as the amount actually being claimed is 
$73 638.90 (Attachment 3}. 

In order to progress a QFCAP approval recommendation, DSDIP has pre-assessed council's evidence 
of eligible fluoridation expenses. Council is eligible to access QFCAP funding to cover the cost of the 
preparation of the FCDR and detailed design works. DSDIP notes council's expenditure 
reimbursement claim does not require the standard contingency of 20 per cent to be applied, as the 
expenditure reimbursement is based on the actual eligible amount incurred on the project to date. All 
costs are noted as exclusive of GST. DSDIP concurs with the council's request. 

In order to be reimbursed, this water fluoridation project requires funding approval and council will 
be required to enter into a Financial Incentive Agreement with the state. Should you agree to 
approve QFCAP funds for this project, DSDIP will negotiate with council to enter into an agreement. 

As at 26 July 2013, 90 projects had QFCAP funding approvals totalling $57.49 million. Savings from 
projects completed under budget total $1.78 million, leaving $2.94 million of QFCAP funding 
available to fund water fluoridation infrastructure. 

The approval of $73 638.90 (exclusive of GST) for the 'Fluoridation of the Cloncurry Water Treatment 
Plant' project being sought in this brief can be met from the $2.94 million remaining in the QFCAP 
budget. 

RESULTS OF CONSULTATION:

In December 2007, the Queensland Government introduced new legislation 
regarding the introduction of fluoride to Queensland's drinking water supplies. The 
Water Fluoridation Act 2008 requires an eligible Public Potable Water Supplier (PPWS) 
to implement fluoridation within the timeframe prescribed in the Water Fluoridation 
Regulation 2008. A relevant PPWS under the Act means a PPWS supplying potable 
water to at least 1000 members of the public. 

Queensland Health administers the Act and subordinate legislation which 
establishes the implementation program and administrative and regulatory 
arrangements. Queensland Health also sets the prescribed concentration of fluoride 
in drinking water and has primary responsibility once fluoridation plants become 
operational (following implementation). Queensland Health has published and 
retains responsibility for the Water Fluoridation Code of Practice for the design and 
operation of fluoridation plants. 

The Major Projects Office is leading the infrastructure implementation of the 
Queensland Water Fluoridation Program (QWFP) from 2008-2014. 

The Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG) guides the implementation of 
water fluoridation by PPWSs (councils and Water Boards). The departmentally 
managed IPMG contract professional technical services from two companies (Card.no 
Pty Ltd and Beca Pty Ltd), to ensure the safe implementation of the QWFP in 
accordance with the Act, supporting Regulation and codes, and to meet the 
implementation schedule as announced by the former Premier in December 2007. 

QFCAP funding guidelines provide for funding of reasonable, lowest life cycle costs 
directly related to fluoridation. The proposed method of fluoride dosing must also 
conform to the Water Fluoridation Code of Practice. The Major Projects Office 
administers QFCAP and recommends QFCAP funding for each PPWS, based on 
recommendations of the IPMG. 

The Queensland Government has allocated funding to QFCAP over a six year 
period, from 1 July 2008 to 30 June 2014, to assist each PPWS outside South East 
Queensland to safely implement fluoridation of regulated water supplies. Normally, 
fluoride dosing infrastructure will be funded at the rate of 100 per cent. However, 
there will be some instances where 100 per cent funding is not applied, such as: 

• where the PPWS has opted to utilise infrastructure or equipment which is not 
the lowest cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride (as advised by the IPMG) 

• where the PPWS has decided to undertake a fluoride delivery method, which, 
in the opinion of the IPMG professional technical review team, is not the lowest 
cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride 

• where the PPWS has included works which are not associated with the safe 
delivery of fluoride (e.g. replacement of existing parts) DSD
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• where the PPWS is receiving other state or federal government funding 
towards the project. 

Each PPWS (defined by the Act) listed in Schedule 1 of the Regulation, outside South 
East Queensland, is an eligible applicant for QFCAP funding. 

QFCAP provides funding towards capital works associated with the design and 
installation of fluoridation infrastructure. Eligible works include design, 
construction and commissioning and initial plant operator training. 

Recurrent costs associated with operations and maintenance are excluded, apart 
from an allowance for the first three years provided to Indigenous communities 
which have implemented fluoridation under QFCAP. 

Amendments to the Act repealing the mandatory requirement for water supplies 
servicing greater than 1000 residents to be fluoridated were debated and passed by 
Parliament on 29 November 2012, receiving assent on 5 December 2012. The 
amendments require local governments to decide whether or not to fluoridate based 
on the best interests of the community. 

To accompany the amendments to the Act, the Regulation has been amended to 
remove Schedule 1 of the Regulation. Schedule 1 listed the water supplies to be 
fluoridated and the dates before which fluoride must be added to a water supply.

With the removal of Schedule 1 of the Regulation any PPWS, regardless of 
population serviced, will be eligible to apply for funding under the QFCAP for 
fluoridation infrastructure, where council makes the decision to fluorida te. Payment 
claims will need to be finalised prior to the completion of QFCAP in June 2014.

On 8 June 2012, council received a letter from QH advising the 'Fluoridation of Acacia Sh·eet Bore and 
Pomona Street Bore' project had been removed from the implementation timeframe and that the 
proposed fluoridation would only require implementation at a time when the Health Minister 
considered it appropriate to proceed (Attachment 3). 

DSDIP officers instigated processes to reimburse council for eligible expenditure incurred in the 
FCDR process in May 2013. Tbis was as a result of a series of fluoridation related phone calls where 
council officers confirmed the QH fluoridation exemption and advised that the bore projects would 
not be constructed. 

On 28 May 2013, council provided DSDIP with a letter covering the council resolution not to 
fluoridate and evidence from its financial database to substantiate $27 779.09 spent on the FCDR in 
good faith (Attachment 4). Council subsequently revised their claim amount to $27 617.27 after 
removing accommodation expenses. 

Council is eligible to access QFCAP funding to cover the cost of the preparation of the FCDR. The 
reimbursement amount does not require the standard contingency of 20 per cent to be applied, as the 
costs are based on the actual amount spent on the project to date. 

DSDIP officers have assessed council's evidence of eligible fluoridation expenses and council's 
request for reimbursement totalling $27 617.27 for this project and concurs with council's 
reimbursement request. All costs are exclusive of GST. 

As with all QFCAP projects, in order to be reimbursed, the project requires a funding approval and 
an agreement with the state. Should you agree to approve QFCAP funds for this project, DSDIP 
officers will negotiate with council to enter into a Financial Incentive Agreement. 

At 1 July 2013, 88 projects had QFCAP funding approvals totalling $57.43 million. Savings from 
projects completed under budget total $1.43 million, leaving $2.64 million of QFCAP funding 
available to fund water fluoridation infrastructure. The approval of $27 617.27 (excluding GST) for 
the 'Fluoridation of Acacia Street Bore and Pomona Street Bore' project being sought in this brief can 
be met from the $2.64 million remaining in the QFCAP budget. 

CONSULTATION: 

The funding recommendations were determined in consultation with the Infrastructure Project 
Management Group for fluoride, and DSDIP officers.

Background information relating to 
the Queensland Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program 

In December 2007, the Queensland Government introduced new legislation 
regarding the introduction of fluoride to Queensland's drinking water supplies. The 
Water Fluoridation Act 2008 requires an eligible Public Potable Water Supplier (PPWS) 
to implement fluoridation within the timeframe prescribed in the Water Fluoridation 
Regulation 2008. A relevant PPWS under the Act means a PPWS supplying potable 
water to a t least 1000 members of the public. 

Queensland Health (QH) administers the Act and subordinate legislation which 
establishes the implementation program and administrative and regulatory 
arrangements. QH also sets the prescribed concentration of fluoride in drinking 
water and has primary responsibility once fluoridation plants become operational 
(following implementation). QH has published and retains responsibility for the 
Water Fluoridation Code of Practice for the design and operation of fluoridation 
plants. 

The Major Projects Office is leading the infrastructure implementation of the 
Queensland Water Fluoridation Program (QWFP) from 2008-2014. 

The Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG) guides the implementation of 
water fluoridation by PPWSs (councils and Water Boards). The departmentally 
managed IPMG contract professional technical services from two companies (Cardno 
Pty Ltd and Beca Pty Ltd), to ensure the safe implementation of the QWFP in 
accordance with the Act, supporting Regulation and codes, and to meet the 
implementation schedule as announced by the former Premier in December 2007. 

Queensland Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program (QFCAP) funding guidelines 
provide for funding of reasonable, lowest life cycle costs directly related to 
fluoridation. The proposed method of fluoride dosing must also conform to the 
Water Fluoridation Code of Practice. The Major Projects Office administers QFCAP 
and recommends QFCAP fw1ding for each PPWS, based on recommendations of the 
IPMG. 

The Queensland Government has alloca ted funding to QFCAP over a six year 
period, from 1 July 2008 to 30 June 2014, to assist each PPWS outside South East 
Queensland to safely implement fluoridation of regulated water supplies. Normally, 
fluoride dosing infrastructure will be funded a t the rate of 100 per cent. However, 
there will be some instances where 100 per cent funding is not applied, such as: 

• where the PPWS has opted to utilise infrastructure or equipment which is not 
the lowest cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride (as advised by the IPMG) 

• where the PPWS has decided to undertake a fluoride delivery method, which, 
in the opinion of the IPMG professional technical review team, is not the lowest 
cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride 

• where the PPWS has included works which are not associa ted with the safe 
delivery of fluoride (e.g. replacement of existing parts) DSD
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.· 

• where the PPWS is receiving other state or federal government funding 
towards the project. 

Each PPWS (defined by the Act) listed in Schedule 1 of the Regulation, outside South 
East Queensland, is an eligible applicant for QFCAP funding. 

QFCAP provides funding towards capital works associated with the design and 
installation of fluoridation infrastructure. Eligible works include design, 
construction and commissioning and initial plant operator training. 

Recurrent costs associated with operations and maintenance are excluded, apart 
from an allowance for the first three years provided to Indigenous commwuties 
which have implemented fluoridation under QFCAP. 

Amendments to the Act repealing the mandatory requirement for water supplies 
servicing greater than 1000 residents to be fluoridated were debated and passed by 
Parliament on 29 November 2012, receiving assent on 5 December 2012. The 
amendments require local governments to decide whether or not to fluoridate based 
on the best interests of the community. 

To accompany the amendments to the Act, the Regulation has been amended to 
remove Schedule 1 of the Regulation. Schedule 1 listed the water supplies to be 
fluoridated and the da tes before which fluoride must be added to a water supply. 
Regulation amendments were passed by the Governor in Council on 
20 December 2012. 

PPWS that have expended funding on fluoridation in good faith, when fluoridation 
was mandatory, but decide not to continue with fluoridation or cease dosing 
fluoride, will be reimbursed eligible costs for fluoridation. 

QFCAP will continue until 30 June 2014, to enable PPWS sufficient time to submit 
reimbursement claims due to: 
• community consultation, where untaken, to assist local governments in the 

decision making process 
• contract negotiation where PPWS pull out of a construction conh·act 
• delay in commencement of fluoridation infrastructure, for those that decide to 

continue implementation of fluoridation, while PPWS awaited Act 
amendments. 

With the removal of Schedule 1 of the Regula tion any PPWS, regardless of 
population serviced, will be eligible to apply for funding under QFCAP for 
fluoridation infrastructure, where the council makes the decision to fluoridate. 
Payment claims will need to be finalised prior to the completion of QFCAP in 
June 2014. 

QFCAP guidelines are currently being updated to reflect recent Act and Regulation 
amendments.

The Water Fluoridation Act 2008 requires all public potable water supplies supplying 1,000 or 
more people to implement water fluoridation within a timeframe specified within Schedule 1 
of the Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008. 

Roll out of the Queensland Water Fluoridation Program has progressed well to date with over 
87% of Queenslander now having access to fluoridated water. 

The Minister for Health, Mr Lawrence Springborg, has acknowledged that a small minority of 
the public potable water supplies remaining to be fluoridated face significant public health 
and/or infrastructure issues which may hamper the implementation of fluoridation. The 
following scheme, operated by the Barcaldine Regional Council is considered within this 
minority: 

Acacia St Bore and Pomona St Bore 

The requirement under the Act to fluoridate the drinking water supply specified above 
remains, however, the Minister has granted approval for the current timeframe by which 
fluoridation must be implemented to be removed. Removal of this timeframe will allow 
Council an opportunity to address any public health, water chemistry and/or infrastructure 
issues faced by the water supply prior to implementing fluoridation at a later date. 

It is proposed that fluoridation will only require implementation at the drinking water supply 
specified above at a time when the Minister considers it appropriate to proceed. 

As you may know, the Queensland Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program (QFCAP) 
(administered by the Department of State Development, Infrastructure and Planning) 
concludes on 30 June 2013. This means that if fluoridation were to proceed at the Acacia St 
Bore and Pomona St Bore in the future, funding assistance for the capital costs associated

In other 
words, even if your exemption application is unsuccessful, the timeframe for implementation 
of fluoridation will still be removed from the Regulation.

(the Act) and the Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 (the Regulation) provide the legislative 
framework for the QFCAP. 

The Act was amended by Parliament on 29 November 2012 and received assent on 5 December 2012. 
The amendments repealed the mandatory requirement for water supplies servicing greater than 
1000 residents to be fluoridated. This now requires local governments to decide whether or not to 
proceed with fluoridation based on the best interests of the community. 

Please refer to background details of QFCAP (Attachment 2). 

KEY ISSUES: 

Prior to the latest amendments of the Act and Regulation, council was required to commence fluoride 
dosing at Bores 9 and 10 servicing the township of Home Hill by 31 December 2012. As a condition of 
QFCAP funding, council prepared a fluoridation concept design report (FCDR) for the project sites. 
The FCDR identified an estimated cost of $647 534.00 excluding contingencies for this project. 

The Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG) reviewed the council's FCDR during March 
and Apri12012 and recommended the project could be safely implemented at a lower cost. The IPMG 
therefore recommended QFCAP funding for this project at $617 534.00 (excluding contingencies) and 
DSDIP concurred with the IPMG' s assessment.

In May 2012, a briefing note recommending QFCAP funding for council was prepared for your 
consideration. This brief was placed on hold along with other QFCAP funding briefs, while 
Department of Health prepared Act amendment proposals for debate in Parliament in relation to 
water fluoridation.

Council's financial information for this project has now 
been assessed and the amount of $9 919.74 (excluding GST) is recommended for your approval

Background Information relating to 
the Queensland Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program 

In December 2007, the Queensland Government introduced new legislation 
regarding the introduction of fluoride to Queensland's drinking water supplies. The 
Water Fluoridation Act 2008 (the Act) requires an eligible Public Potable Water 
Supplier (PPWS) to implement fluoridation within the timeframe prescribed in the 
Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 (the Regulation). A relevant PPWS under the 
Act means a PPWS supplying potable water to at least 1000 members of the public. 

Department of Health (DOH) administers the Act and subordinate legislation which 
establishes the implementation program and administrative and regulatory 
arrangements. DOH also sets the prescribed concentration of fluoride in drinking 
water and has monitoring responsibility once fluoridation plants become operational 
(following implementation). DOH has published and retains responsibility for the 
Water Fluoridation Code of Practice for the design and operation of fluoridation 
plants. 

The Major Projects Office is leading the infrastructure implementation of the 
Queensland Water Fluoridation Program (QWFP) from 2008-2014. 

The Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG) guides the implementation of 
water fluoridation by PPWSs (Councils and Water Boards). The departmentally 
managed IPMG contracts professional technical services from two companies 
(Cardno Pty Ltd and Beca Pty Ltd), to ensure the safe implementation of the QWFP 
in accordance with the Act, supporting Regulation and codes, and to meet the 
implementation schedule as announced by the former Premier in December 2007. 

QFCAP funding guidelines provide for funding of reasonable, lowest life cycle costs 
directly related to fluoridation. The proposed method of fluoride dosing must also 
conform to the Water Fluoridation Code of Practice. The Major Projects Office 
administers QFCAP and recommends QFCAP funding for each PPWS, based on 
recommendations of the I PM G. 

The Queensland Government has allocated funding to QFCAP over a six-year 
period, from 1 July 2008 to 30 June 2014, to assist each PPWS outside South East 
Queensland to safely implement fluoridation of regulated water supplies. Normally, 
fluoride dosing infrastructure will be funded at the rate of 100 per cent. However, 
there will be some instances where 100 per cent funding is not applied, such as:

• where the PPWS is receiving other State or Federal Government funding 
towards the project. 

Each PPWS (defined by the Act) listed in Schedule 1 of the Regulation , outside

QFCAP provides funding towards capital works associated with the design and 
installation of fluoridation infrastructure.

Recurrent costs associated with operations and maintenance are excluded, apart 
from an allowance for the first three years provided to Indigenous communities which 
have implemented fluoridation under QFCAP. 

Amendments to the Act repealing the mandatory requirement for water supplies 
servicing greater than 1000 residents to be fluoridated were debated and passed by 
Parliament on 29 November 2012, receiving assent on 5 December 2012. The 
amendments require local governments to decide whether or not to fluoridate based 
on the best interests of the community. 

To accompany the amendments to the Act, the Regulation has been amended to 
remove Schedule 1 of the Regulation.

PPWS that have expended funding on fluoridation in good faith, when fluoridation 
was mandatory, but decide not to continue with fluoridation or cease dosing fluoride, 
will be reimbursed eligible costs for fluoridation. 

The QFCAP will continue until 30 June 2014, to enable PPWS sufficient time to 
submit reimbursement claims due to: 

• community consultation, where undertaken, to assist local governments in the 
decision making process; 

• contract negotiation where PPWS pull out of a construction contract; or 

• delays in commencement of fluoridation infrastructure, for those that decide to 
continue implementation of fluoridation , while PPWS awaited Act amendments. 

With the removal of Schedule 1 of the Regulation any PPWS, regardless of 
population serviced, will be eligible to apply for funding under the QFCAP for 
fluoridation infrastructure, where the Council makes the decision to fluoridate. 
Payment claims will need to be finalised prior to the completion of QFCAP in June 
2014. 

The QFCAP guidelines are currently being updated to reflect recent Act and 
Regulation amendments.

Funding was approved under the Queensland Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program (QFCAP) and 
was to reimburse the council for eligible expenses incurred in constructing water fluoridation 
infrastructure at the new Marian WTP.

In order to access QFCAP funding, 
council prepared a fluoridation concept design report (FCDR) and submitted it to the 
Department of State Development, Infrastructure and Planning (DSDIP). DSDIP 
referred the FCDR to the Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG), which 
reviewed the FCDR during May 2012 and recommended maximum funding of 
$621480 (excluding GST) be made available for the project. 

Council had decided to install a "package" water fluoridation unit at Marian. This is 
a pre-fabricated building with the water fluoridation equipment already installed 
inside. The building is delivered on site and connected to the water treatment plant. 

Council chose this method of dosing as it was planning to construct a new water 
treatment plant to meet the growing population of Marian and nearby Mirani. 

Council's plan was to reuse the package fluoridation plant when the new water 
trea tment plant carne on line, as it had done with earlier water fluoridation projects. 

At the time, council had not determined a time when the water treatment plant 
would be constructed. 

In May 2012, a briefing note recommending funding for this project was prepared for 
your consideration. This brief, along with other QFCAP funding approval briefs, 
was placed on hold while the Department of Health prepared Act amendment 
proposals for debate in Parliament in relation to water fluoridation. Council was 
advised the funding approval recommendation was placed on hold. 

No further action was taken seeking approval of funds until January 2013, when 
council contacted DSDIP regarding funding for the Marian water fluoridation 
project. Council had decided to proceed with the construction of the Marian water 
treatment plant, and was seeking advice on how to move forward with securing 
QFCAP funding for the fluoridation component of the project. 

In order for a public potable water supplier (PPWS) to be reimbursed 100% of 
eligible expenditure from the QFCAP, it must complete a project close out report and 
submit it to DSDIP. One of the requirements of the project close out report is for the 
PPWS to demonstrate at least 14 days of continuous fluoride dosing. This is usually 
achieved by including water fluorida tion dosing reports that the PPWS is required to 
submit to the Department of Health (DoH). 

The QFCAP concludes on 30 June 2014. PPWS have been requested to ensure all 
project close out reports and final expenditure reimbursement claims are submitted 
to DSDIP by 1 April 2014 in order to allow sufficient time to examine the contents of 
the report and assess all final expenditure reimbursement claims. 

While the council is confident construction of the water fluoridation plant will be 
completed by 30 June 2014, it has concerns over its ability to complete all aspects of DSD
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Attachment 4 

the project close out report, and thus be able to seek reimbursement for all 
expenditure incurred on the project. This is because the new Marian water treatment 
plant will not be completed until October 2014. Council will not be able to connect 
the fluoridation unit to the water treatment plant until this time, and thus not be able 
to record fluoride dosing levels in the project close out report. 

In April and May 2013 council sought clarification on DSDIP' s position with regard 
to the submission of an "incomplete" project close - specifically those sections 
relating to water fluoridation dosing levels and the reporting to DoH. 

In a telephone conversation with the Council Mayor and officers, DSDIP advised the 
council that, given QFCAP was closing on 30 June 2014, it would take a practical 
approach to the submission of the project close out report. 

Council officers were also concerned that the QFCAP funding to be recommended 
for approval may not be sufficient to cover anticipated eligible costs of the proposed 
water fluoridation plant. It has been QFCAP policy to not divulge to PPWS the 
quantum of funds being recommended until the level of funding has been approved. 

During June and July 2013, DSDIP officers held numerous discussions with council 
officers regarding the approval of funds for the proposed Marian water fluoridation 
plant. Council requested that DSDIP delay requesting a funding approval for the 
project until it had received all tender quotations. This was to take place in early 
August 2013, but was delayed by and additional two weeks. 

Consequently, the council advised DSDIP on 21 August 2013 it would be seeking 
approval of QFCAP funding. 

While funding for the project in its current format has been calculated on a different 
construction method (pre-fabricated building versus purpose built building), this 
remains within the spirit of the QFCAP guidelines. PPWS can choose to opt for a 
different construction method than that specified in the FCDR, provided the finished 
water fluoridation plant meets the requirements of the Water Fluoridation Act 2008, 
the Regulation and the Water Fluoridation Code of Practice. In addition, projects are 
allocated a maximum level of funding, and PPWS are to manage the project within 
that budget. Finally, expenditure is only reimbursed on the direct cost of 
constructing water fluoridation infrastructure, and the reimbursement requests are to 
be supported by evidence from the PPWS financial database. 

Council advised it would be seeking funding assistance for the Marian Water 
Treatment Plant project under the "Royalties for the Regions" program. Council 
officers have stated that funding assistance for the fluoridation component is strictly 
separate from the water treatment plant component, so as to not appear to be 
"double dipping" into any State funding assistance. 

Council has resolved to continue with water fluoridation at the existing sites - Nebo 
Road, Northern Beaches and Mount Blarney.

BACKGROUND: 

On 17 April 2013, you approved a maximum of $50 000.00 (excluding GSf) for Caipentaria Shire 
Council's (council) project Fluoridation of the Normanton Water Treatment Plant (WTP). 

Funding was approved under the Queensland Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program (QFCAP) in 
order for the council to meet its former obligations under the Water Fluoridation Act 2008 (the Act) and 
the Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 (the Regulation). This funding was approved for the council to 
purchase and install water fluoridation monitoring and measuring equipment at the Normanton 
WTP. 

On 5 August 2013, a Financial Incentive Agreement (Agreement) was executed between council and 
the State of Queensland for the project. The Agreement has a current end date of 30 June 2014. This 
is the date by which council was to have completed all construction works and claimed all 
expenditure for the approved project. 

The QFCAP frmding ceases on 30 June 2014. 

KEY ISSUES: 

On 28 February 2014, the council wrote to the Department of State Development, Infrastructure and 
Plarming (DSDIP) requesting an extension of time to the end date of the Agreement and a change of 
scope to the approved works (Attachment 1). Council is requesting the end-date of the Agreement be 
extended to 30 September 2014. This is due to council's resources being directed toward restoring 
assets damaged as a result of tropical cyclone Fletcher. 

Additionally, the council has requested QFCAP funding be directed towaids design and installation 
of upgrades to pipework valves. Council indicates the pipeline is an integral part of the water 
fluoridation "blending" system in place in Normanton. 

QFCAP funding ceases on 30 June 2014. As the project is small, with only $40140.00 remaining to be 
claimed by council, resources are available within the Major Projects Office (MPO). to extend th~ 
timeframe and finalise this project by 30 September 2014.

In order to assist Queensland local governments with the cost of implementing water fluoridation, 
the Department of State Development, Infrastructure and Planning (DSDIP) manages the Queensland 
Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program (QFCAP). QFCAP provides up to 100 per cent funding of 
eligible works for the lowest cost option for the safe provision of water fluoridation. 
The Water Fluoridation Act 2008 (the Act) and the Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 (the Regulation) 
provide the legislative framework for the QFCAP. 

The Act was amended by Parliament on 29 November 2012 and received assent on 5 December 2012. 
The amendments repealed the mandatory requirement for water supplies servicing greater than 
1000 residents to be fluoridated. This now requires local governments to decide whether or not to 
proceed with fluoridation based on the best interests of the community. Please refer to background 
details of QFCAP (Attachment 2). 

The Tablelands Regional Council was de-amalgamated on 1 January 2014 to form a new Tablelands 
Regional Council and a new Mareeba Shire Council. As of 1 January 2014, the Fluoridation of the 
Atherton Water Treatment Plant (WTP) project remains under the jurisdiction of the new Tablelands 
Regional Council.

While council lodged numerous reports for expenditure reimbursement, DSDIP had concerns with 
the level of detail and depth of supporting documentation provided from council's financial 
transactions. As a result, DSDIP officers have worked with council officers in order to achieve a 
mutually agreeable outcome which provides you with the recommendation for approval of $36 794.45 
and release of QFCAP funds for this project. 

Although it was originally planned to have your approval and all reimbursement resolved prior to 
the de-amalgamation date of 1 January 2014, this did not occur as council only lodged the final signed 
subsidy claim form dated 24 December 2013 and Project Close Out Report electronically with DSDIP 
on 23 January 2014. 

Prior to the latest amendments of the Act and Regulation, the council was required to commence 
fluoride dosing by 31 December 2012. In order to access QFCAP funding, council was required to 
engage a professional service provider to prepare a fluoridation concept design report (FCDR) for the 
Fluoridation of the Atherton WTP project. 

On 20 December 2012 at an Ordinary Meeting, the former Tablelands Regional Council resolved 
fluoride not be added to water supplies within the jurisdiction of the Tablelands Regional Council. 

To ensure the veracity of council's claim, DSDIP sought advice from the Internal Audit Unit on the 
use of statutory declarations and also advice from other similar state government funding agencies. 

The funding recommendations were reviewed in conjunction with council's water fluoridation 
program and invoices supplied to DSDIP officers. Based on the evidence provided by council, the 
expenditure costs have been assessed as being eligible for QFCAP reimbursement. 

Should you agree to approve QFCAP funds for this project, Tablelands Regional Council will be 
required to enter into a Financial Incentive Agreement in the usual manner with the State to release 
the funds. QFCAP officers will instigate this process. 

Sufficient funds remain in QFCAP to approve this funding recommendation. 

As at 29 January 2014, 94 projects had received QFCAP funding. 

The QFCAP budget is $58 650 000.00. Funding approvals, less savings on projects completed under 
budget, total $50 144 859.76, leaving $8 505 140.24 available to fund remaining water fluoridation 
infrastructure projects.

Background Information relating to 
the Queensland Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program 

In December 2007, the Queensland Government introduced new legislation 
regarding the introduction of fluoride to Queensland's drinking water supplies. The 
Water Fluoridation Act 2008 (the Act) requires an eligible Public Potable Water 
Supplier (PPWS) to implement fluoridation within the timeframe prescribed in the 
Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 (the Regulation). A relevant PPWS under the 
Act means a PPWS supplying potable water to at least 1000 members of the public. 

Department of Health (DOH) administers the Act and subordinate legislation which 
establishes the implementation program and administrative and regulatory 
arrangements. DOH also sets the prescribed concentration of fluoride in drinking 
water and has monitoring responsibility once fluoridation plants become operational 
(following implementation). DOH has published and retains responsibility for the 
Water Fluoridation Code of Practice for the design and operation of fluoridation 
plants. 

The Major Projects Office is leading the infrastructure implementation of the 
Queensland Water Fluoridation Program (QWFP) from 2008-2014. 

The Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG) guides the implementation of 
water fluoridation by PPWSs (Councils and Water Boards). The departmentally 
managed IPMG contracts professional technical services from two companies 
(Cardno Pty Ltd and Beca Pty Ltd), to ensure the safe implementation of the QWFP 
in accordance with the Act, supporting Regulation and codes, and to meet the 
implementation schedule as announced by the former Premier in December 2007. 

QFCAP funding guidelines provide for funding of reasonable, lowest life cycle costs 
directly related to fluoridation. The proposed method of fluoride dosing must also 
conform to the Water Fluoridation Code of Practice. The Major Projects Office 
administers QFCAP and recommends QFCAP funding for each PPWS, based on 
recommendations of the I PM G. 

The Queensland Government has allocated funding to QFCAP over a six-year 
period, from 1 July 2008 to 30 June 2014, to assist each PPWS outside South East 
Queensland to safely implement fluoridation of regulated water supplies. Normally, 
fluoride dosing infrastructure will be funded at the rate of 1 00 per cent. However, 
there will be some instances where 100 per cent funding is not applied, such as: 

• where the PPWS has opted to utilise infrastructure or equipment which is not 
the lowest cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride (as advised by the IPMG); 

• where the PPWS has decided to undertake a fluoride delivery method, which, 
in the opinion of the IPMG professional technical review team, is not the lowest 
cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride; 

• where the PPWS has included works which are not associated with the safe 
delivery of fluoride (e.g. replacement of existing parts); or 

• where the PPWS is receiving other State or Federal Government funding 
towards the project. 

Each PPWS (defined by the Act) listed in Schedule 1 of the Regulation, outside 
South East Queensland, is an eligible applicant for QFCAP funding. DSD
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QFCAP provides funding towards capital works associated with the design and 
installation of fluoridation infrastructure. Eligible works include design, construction 
and commissioning and initial plant operator training. 

Recurrent costs associated with operations and maintenance are excluded, apart 
from an allowance for the first three years provided to Indigenous communities which 
have implemented fluoridation under QFCAP. 

Amendments to the Act repealing the mandatory requirement for water supplies 
servicing greater than 1000 residents to be fluoridated were debated and passed by 
Parliament on 29 November 2012, receiving assent on 5 December 2012. The 
amendments require local governments to decide whether or not to fluoridate based 
on the best interests of the community. 

To accompany the amendments to the Act, the Regulation has been amended to 
remove Schedule 1 of the Regulation. Schedule 1 listed the water supplies to be 
fluoridated and the dates before which fluoride must be added to a water supply. 
Regulation amendments were passed by the Governor in Council on 20 December 
2012. 

PPWS that have expended funding on fluoridation in good faith, when fluoridation 
was mandatory, but decide not to continue with fluoridation or cease dosing fluoride, 
will be reimbursed eligible costs for fluoridation. 

The QFCAP will continue until 30 June 2014, to enable PPWS sufficient time to 
submit reimbursement claims due to: 

• community consultation, where undertaken, to assist local governments in the 
decision making process; 

• contract negotiation where PPWS pull out of a construction contract; or 

• delays in commencement of fluoridation infrastructure, for those that decide to 
continue implementation of fluoridation , while PPWS awaited Act amendments. 

With the removal of Schedule 1 of the Regulation any PPWS, regardless of 
population serviced, will be eligible to apply for funding under the QFCAP for 
fluoridation infrastructure, where the Council makes the decision to fluoridate. 
Payment claims will need to be finalised prior to the completion of QFCAP in June 
2014.

In summary the Act was amended by Parliament on 29 November 2012 and received assent on 5 December 
2012. The amendments repealed the mandatory requirement to fluoridate water supplies servicing 
communities of greater than 1000 residents. Each local government must now decide, on the basis of the 
community's best interest, to proceed with, or discontinue, fluoridation. 

Prior to the latest amendments of the Act and Regulation, the council was required to commence fluoride 
dosing by 31 December 2012. In order to access QFCAP funding, council was required to engage a 
professional service provider to prepare a fluoridation concept design report (FCDR) for the Fluoridation 
of the Atherton WTP project. 

On 20 December 2012 at an Ordinary Meeting, the former Tablelands Regional Council resolved fluoride 
not be added to water supplies within the jurisd iction of the Tablelands Regional council. This motion was 
carried 5-4. The council has however incurred eligible QFCAP expenditure. 

The Tablelands Regional Council was de-amalgamated on 1st January 2014 to form a new Tablelands 
Regional Council and a new Mareeba Shire Council. As of 1 January 2014 the Atherton WTP project 
remains under the jurisdiction of the new Tablelands Regional 

DSDIP officers have been actively working with former Tablelands Regional Council officers over the last 
twelve months to finalise this project and reach an agreement on a recommended payment amount. 

While council had lodged numerous reports and paperwork for expenditure reimbursement DSDIP had 
concerns with the level of detail and depth of supporting documentation provided from council's financial 
transactions. As a result DSDIP officers have worked tirelessly with council' s project manager/ contractor 
Ron Holden and officers in order to achieve a mutually agreeable outcome which provides Deputy 
Premier and Minister for State Development, Infrastructure and Planning (DP) with the recommendation 
for approval of $36 794.45 and release of QFCAP funds for this project. 

To ensure the veracity of council's claim DSDIP sought advice from the Internal Audit unit on the use of 
statutory declarations for this and other QFCAP projects. 

Although it was originally planned to have the DP' s approval and all reimbursement resolved prior to the 
de-amalgamation date of 1 January 2014 date, this did not occur. Council lodged the final signed subsidy 
claim form version dated 24 December 2013 and Project Close Out Report electronically with DSDIP on DSD
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23 January 2014 and signed the first set of attachments for its Statutory Declaration (Stat Dec)dated 
4 December 2013 on 14 February 2014. 

Note however that although dated 4 December 2013 council did not forward the signed Stat Dec document 
until 28 January 2014 and signed attachments A, B and C noted in the Stat Dec were not included. 
QFCAP' s program manager spoke with council's project manager on 10 February 2014 advising of the 
missing documents and sent an email outlining exactly what was required. Documents were supplied to 
the fluoride mailbox on 14 February but not all of the attachments were relevant. Additionally it was 
noted that the Contract (Attachment A to the Stat Dec) was not a) signed by all parties; b) inclusive of the 
Mareeba WTP project; and c) the total value was considerably less than the amount council has paid to this 
contractor (AECOM). 

Although not specifically relevant to the Atherton WTP approval brief, council's project manager is 
checking on whether there is a letter of variation to include the Mareeba WTP project. This is because the 
AECOM expenditure allocation spread sheet (Attachment B) is to cover all of council's projects and needs 
to be correct before the brief could be progressed. 

On 17 February 2014 DSDIP Officers reviewed the attachments and contacted the project manager Ron 
Holden confirming the discussions that DSDIP is unable to further progress the council's expenditure 
reimbursement claims until the following has been addressed. Upon receipt of these DSDIP will be in a 
position to further assess the claims. 

• Stat Dec dated 4 December 2013, minutes at the foot of the document, "Attachment C", yet there is 
no mention in the Stat Dec if Attachment C. Attachment C which is AECOM Invoice Copies for 
council water treatment plant projects does not add any value if signed contracts between the 
council and AECOM are provided to cover the Ravenshoe, Kuranda, Malanda, Mareeba and 
Atherton projects. 

• Attachment A and Attachment B certified dates are after the Stat Dec certified date. Dates n eed to 
align. 

• Attachment A provided which is a signed copy by council (only) of the Consultancy (AECOM) 
agreement for Tablelands Fluoridation Implementation Program and a Letter of Variance or 
contract in rela tion to the Mareeba project is required for any reimbursement claim in relation to 
this project to progress. In relation to the Agreement provided it has only been signed by the 
council, a copy with the consultancy firm's (AECOM) execution as well should be provided. 

• Attachment A provided which is a signed copy by TRC (only) of the Consultancy (AECOM) 
agreement for Tablelands Fluoridation Implementation Program and a Letter of Variation by 
AECOM specifically in relation to the implementa tion of a new fluoride dosing system at Atherton 
do not make mention of the Mareeba project. A Letter of Variation or contract in relation to the 
Mareeba project is required for any reimbursement claim in relation to this project to progress. In 
relation to the Agreement provided, it has only been signed by the Council, a copy with the 
Consultancy firm's (AECOM) execution as well should be provided . 

Further telephone conversations occurred between council's contractor and DSDIP s taff about the validity 
of subsequent Stat Dec attachment documents. 

On 25 February 2014 the final Stat Dec attachment document was electronically received and found to be 
in order (in that the dates now tie in with the Stat Dec date). The original though yet to be received is 
being mailed. 

The funding recommendation in this file note was prepared in conjunction with council's water 
fluoridation program and invoices supplied to DSDIP officers. Based on the evidence provided by council, 
the expenditure costs have been assessed as being eligible for QFCAP reimbursement. DSD
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Should the DP agree to approve QFCAP funds for this project, Council will be required to enter into a 
Financial Incentive Agreement in the usual manner with the State to release the funds. DSDIP officers will 
instigate this process. 

Sufficient funds remain in QFCAP to approve this funding recommendation and funding will be available 
until the QFCAP concludes on 30 June 2014.

BACKGROUND: 

In order to assist Queensland local governments with the cost of implementing water fluoridation, 
the Department of State Development, Infrastructure and Planning (DSDIP) manages the Queensland 
Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program (QFCAP). QFCAP provides up to 100 per cent funding of 
eligible works for the lowest cost option for the safe provision of water fluoridation. 
The Water Fluoridation Act 2008 (the Act) and the Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 (the Regulation) 
provide the legislative fram ework for the QFCAP. 

The Act was amended by Parliament on 29 November 2012 and received assent on 5 December 2012. 
The amendments repealed the mandatory requirement for water supplies servicing greater than 
1000 residents to be fluoridated. This now requires local governments to decide whether or not to 
proceed with fluoridation based on the best interests of the community. Please refer to background 
details of QFCAP (Attachment 2). 

KEY ISSUES: 

Sufficient funds remain in QFCAP to approve this funding recommendation. 

Prior to the latest amendments of the Act and Regulation, the council was required to commence 
fluoride dosing by 31 December 2011. In order to access QFCAP funding, council was required to 
engage a professional service provider to prepare a fluoridation concept design report (FCDR) for the 
Fluoridation of the Blackall Water Treatment Plant (WTP) project. 

On 22 January 2013, council resolved not to proceed to with constructing a water fluoridation plant 
for the Blackall WTP. Council was not required to advise DSDIP of its decision.

On 23 September 2013, the Deputy Director-General, Major Projects Office, wrote to council 
requesting it advise its intentions regarding an expenditure reimbursement submission for the 
Fluoridation of the Blackall WTP project. 

On 18 November 2013, council provided information from its financial database indicating that 
project costs of $20 980.00 (excluding GST) had been incurred in obtaining the services of a 
professional service provider to prepare an FCDR. Council requested these costs be reimbursed. 

Based on the evidence provided by the council, the costs have been assessed as being eligible for 
reimbursement. 

Should you agree to approve QFCAP funds for the project, the council will be required to enter into a 
Financial Incentive Agreement with the State. QFCAP officers will instigate this process. 

As at 9 December 2013, 93 projects had received QFCAP funding approvals totalling $58 201 982.05 
from a budget of budget of $58 650 000.00, leaving $448 014.95 available to fund water fluoridation 
infrastructure projects. 

The approval of $20 980.00 (excluding GST) being sought in this brief can be met from the 
$448 0014.95 remaining in the QFCAP budget.

Background Information relating to 
the Queensland Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program 

In December 2007, the Queensland Government introduced new legislation 
regarding the introduction of fluoride to Queensland's drinking water supplies. The 
Water Fluoridation Act 2008 (the Act) requires an eligible Public Potable Water 
Supplier (PPWS) to implement fluoridation within the timeframe prescribed in the 
Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 (the Regulation). A relevant PPWS under the 
Act means a PPWS supplying potable water to at least 1000 members of the public. 

Department of Health (DOH) administers the Act and subordinate legislation which 
establishes the implementation program and administrative and regulatory 
arrangements. DOH also sets the prescribed concentration of fluoride in drinking 
water and has monitoring responsibility once fluoridation plants become operational 
(following implementation). DOH has published and retains responsibility for the 
Water Fluoridation Code of Practice for the design and operation of fluoridation 
plants. 

The Major Projects Office is leading the infrastructure implementation of the 
Queensland Water Fluoridation Program (QWFP) from 2008-2014. 

The Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG) guides the implementation of 
water fluoridation by PPWSs (Councils and Water Boards). The departmentally 
managed IPMG contracts professional technical services from two companies 
(Cardno Pty Ltd and Beca Pty Ltd), to ensure the safe implementation of the QWFP 
in accordance with the Act, supporting Regulation and codes, and to meet the 
implementation schedule as announced by the former Premier in December 2007. 

QFCAP funding guidelines provide for funding of reasonable, lowest life cycle costs 
directly related to fluoridation. The proposed method of fluoride dosing must also 
conform to the Water Fluoridation Code of Practice. The Major Projects Office 
administers QFCAP and recommends QFCAP funding for each PPWS, based on 
recommendations of the IPMG. 

The Queensland Government has allocated funding to QFCAP over a six-year 
period, from 1 July 2008 to 30 June 2014, to assist each PPWS outside South East 
Queensland to safely implement fluoridation of regulated water supplies. Normally, 
fluoride dosing infrastructure will be funded at the rate of 100 per cent. However, 
there will be some instances where 100 per cent funding is not applied, such as: 

• where the PPWS has opted to utilise infrastructure or equipment which is not 
the lowest cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride (as advised by the IPMG); 

• where the PPWS has decided to undertake a fluoride delivery method, which, 
in the opinion of the IPMG professional technical review team, is not the lowest 
cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride; 

• where the PPWS has included works which are not associated with the safe 
delivery of fluoride (e.g. replacement of existing parts); or 

• where the PPWS is receiving other State or Federal Government funding 
towards the project. 

Each PPWS (defined by the Act) listed in Schedule 1 of the Regulation, outside 
South East Queensland, is an eligible applicant for QFCAP funding. DSD
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QFCAP provides funding towards capital works associated with the design and 
installation of fluoridation infrastructure. Eligible works include design, construction 
and commissioning and initial plant operator training. 

Recurrent costs associated with operations and maintenance are excluded, apart 
from an allowance for the first three years provided to Indigenous communities which 
have implemented fluoridation under QFCAP. 

Amendments to the Act repealing the mandatory requirement for water supplies 
servicing greater than 1000 residents to be fluoridated were debated and passed by 
Parliament on 29 November 2012, receiving assent on 5 December 2012. The 
amendments require local governments to decide whether or not to fluoridate based 
on the best interests of the community. 

To accompany the amendments to the Act, the Regulation has been amended to 
remove Schedule 1 of the Regulation. Schedule 1 listed the water supplies to be 
fluoridated and the dates before which fluoride must be added to a water supply. 
Regulation amendments were passed by the Governor in Council on 20 December 
2012. 

PPWS that have expended funding on fluoridation in good faith, when fluoridation 
was mandatory, but decide not to continue with fluoridation or cease dosing fluoride, 
will be reimbursed eligible costs for fluoridation. 

The QFCAP will continue until 30 June 2014, to enable PPWS sufficient time to 
submit reimbursement claims due to: 

• community consultation, where undertaken, to assist local governments in the 
decision making process; 

• contract negotiation where PPWS pull out of a construction contract; or 

• delays in commencement of fluoridation infrastructure, for those that decide to 
continue implementation of fluoridation , while PPWS awaited Act amendments. 

With the removal of Schedule 1 of the Regulation any PPWS, regardless of 
population serviced, will be eligible to apply for funding under the QFCAP for 
fluoridation infrastructure, where the Council makes the decision to fluoridate. 
Payment claims will need to be finalised prior to the completion of QFCAP in June 
2014.

Amendments to the Act and Regulation in November and December 2012 removed the 
mandatory requirement for water fluoridation. 

The purpose of this letter is to: 
• bring to the council's attention that the QFCAP ceases on 30 June 2014, and all 

expenditure reimbursement claims must be lodged with DSDIP by 1 April 2014; 
• determine the council's intentions regarding water fluoridation; and 
• determine whether council will be seeking reimbursement for expenditure incurred in 

preparing the FCDR or any other eligible expenses. 

The procedure by which council can seek reimbursement is detailed at Attachment 1.

• submit the expenditure reimbursement claim and supporting evidence to 
DSDIP for eligibility assessment. 

Upon agreement between council and DSDIP, a recommendation for a 
maximum funding level will be submitted to the Minister for State Development, 
Infrastructure and Planning. 

Should the funding be approved, the council will be invited to enter into a 
financial incentive agreement (the agreement) with the State. 

Council will be requested to complete a project close out report. 

Once the agreement has been executed by both the council and DSDIP, and 
DSDIP has received a completed project close out report, the eligible expenditure 
incurred will be reimbursed.

The Act was amended by Parliament on 29 November 2012 and received assent on 5 December 2012. 
The amendments repealed the mandatory requirement for water supplies servicing greater than 
1000 residents to be fluoridated. This now requires local governments to decide whether or not to 
proceed with fluoridation based on the best interests of the community. Please refer to background 
details of QFCAP (Attachment 2). 

KEY ISSUES: 

As a result of council electing to not proceed with water fluoridation projects, savings have been 
realised in the QFCAP capital budget. Consequently, adequate funds remain in the QFCAP budget to 
fund this request. 

Prior to the latest amendments of the Act and Regulation, council was required to commence fluoride 
dosing by 31 December 2012. In order to access QFCAP funding, council was required to engage a 
professional service provider to prepare fluoridation concept design reports (FCDR) for the sites 
detailed in Table 1. 

On 23 May 2013, council resolved not to fluoridate water schemes located at Nyleta, Tully and 
Cardwell. This included the Jurs Creek Water Treatment Plant (WTP) which is located within the 
Nyleta water scheme and the South Mission WTP which is located within the Tully water scheme.

DSDIP has been working with council officers over several months to discuss the requirements to 
close out these QFCAP funded projects.

Council allocated 
the Cardno FCDR invoice cost breakdown as itemised in Table 1 above using the initial project cost 
percentages. 

Should you agree to approve QFCAP funds for these projects, council will be required to enter into a 
Financial Incentive Agreement with the State, and QFCAP officers will instigate this process. 

As at 25 November 2013, 93 projects had received QFCAP funding approvals totalling $58.20 million. 
While the QFCAP budget is $58.65 million, savings from projects completed under budget total 
$8.20 million, leaving $8.65 million of QFCAP funding available to fund water fluoridation 
infrastructure projects.

In December 2007, the Queensland Government introduced new legislation 
regarding the introduction of fluoride to Queensland's drinking water supplies. The 
Water Fluoridation Act 2008 (the Act) requires an eligible Public Potable Water 
Supplier (PPWS) to implement fluoridation within the timeframe prescribed in the 
Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 (the Regulation). A relevant PPWS under the 
Act means a PPWS supplying potable water to at least 1000 members of the public. 

Department of Health (DOH) administers the Act and subordinate legislation which 
establishes the implementation program and administrative and regulatory 
arrangements. DOH also sets the prescribed concentration of fluoride in drinking 
water and has monitoring responsibility once fluoridation plants become operational 
(following implementation). DOH has published and retains responsibility for the 
Water Fluoridation Code of Practice for the design and operation of fluoridation 
plants. 

The Major Projects Office is leading the infrastructure implementation of the 
Queensland Water Fluoridation Program (QWFP) from 2008-2014. 

The Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG) guides the implementation of 
water fluoridation by PPWSs (Councils and Water Boards). The departmentally 
managed IPMG contracts professional technical services from two companies 
(Cardno Pty Ltd and Beca Pty Ltd), to ensure the safe implementation of the QWFP 
in accordance with the Act, supporting Regulation and codes, and to meet the 
implementation schedule as announced by the former Premier in December 2007. 

QFCAP funding guidelines provide for funding of reasonable, lowest life cycle costs 
directly related to fluoridation. The proposed method of fluoride dosing must also 
conform to the Water Fluoridation Code of Practice. The Major Projects Office 
administers QFCAP and recommends QFCAP funding for each PPWS, based on 
recommendations of the IPMG. 

The Queensland Government has allocated funding to QFCAP over a six-year 
period, from 1 July 2008 to 30 June 2014, to assist each PPWS outside South East 
Queensland to safely implement fluoridation of regulated water supplies. Normally, 
fluoride dosing infrastructure will be funded at the rate of 100 per cent. However, 
there will be some instances where 100 per cent funding is not applied, such as: 

• where the PPWS has opted to utilise infrastructure or equipment which is not 
the lowest cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride (as advised by the IPMG); 

• where the PPWS has decided to undertake a fluoride delivery method, which, 
in the opinion of the IPMG professional technical review team, is not the lowest 
cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride; 

• where the PPWS has included works which are not associated with the safe 
delivery of fluoride (e.g. replacement of existing parts); or 

• where the PPWS is receiving other State or Federal Government funding 
towards the project. 

Each PPWS (defined by the Act) listed in Schedule 1 of the Regulation, outside 
South East Queensland, is an eligible applicant for QFCAP funding. DSD
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QFCAP provides funding towards capital works associated with the design and 
installation of fluoridation infrastructure. Eligible works include design, construction 
and commissioning and initial plant operator training. 

Recurrent costs associated with operations and maintenance are excluded, apart 
from an allowance for the first three years provided to Indigenous communities which 
have implemented fluoridation under QFCAP. 

Amendments to the Act repealing the mandatory requirement for water supplies 
servicing greater than 1000 residents to be fluoridated were debated and passed by 
Parliament on 29 November 2012, receiving assent on 5 December 2012. The 
amendments require local governments to decide whether or not to fluoridate based 
on the best interests of the community. 

To accompany the amendments to the Act, the Regulation has been amended to 
remove Schedule 1 of the Regulation. Schedule 1 listed the water supplies to be 
fluoridated and the dates before which fluoride must be added to a water supply.

PPWS that have expended funding on fluoridation in good faith, when fluoridation 
was mandatory, but decide not to continue with fluoridation or cease dosing fluoride, 
will be reimbursed eligible costs for fluoridation. 

The QFCAP will continue until 30 June 2014, to enable PPWS sufficient time to 
submit reimbursement claims due to:

• delays in commencement of fluoridation infrastructure, for those that decide to 
continue implementation of fluoridation , while PPWS awaited Act amendments. 

With the removal of Schedule 1 of the Regulation any PPWS, regardless of 
population serviced, will be eligible to apply for funding under the QFCAP for 
fluoridation infrastructure, where the Council makes the decision to fluoridate.

File Note for FUNDING APPROVAL under 
the Queensland Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program (QFCAP) 

for the McKinlay Shire Council (the council) 
MBN14/388 refers to the: 

Water Fluoridation Blending- Julia Creek Project 

In order to assist Queensland local governments with the cost of implementing water fluoridation, the 
Department of State Development, Infrastructure and Planning (DSDIP), manages the QFCAP. The QFCAP 
provides up to 100 per cent funding of eligible works for the lowest cost option for the safe provisions of water 
fluoridation. The Water Fluoridation Act 2008 (the Act) and the Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 provide the 
legislation framework for QFCAP. 

In sununary the Act was amended by Parliament on 29 November 2012 and received assent on 5 December 
2012. The amendments repealed the mandatory requirement for water supplies servicing greater than 1000 
residents to be fluoridated. This now requires local governments to decide whether or not to proceed with 
fluoridation based on the best interests of the conununity. Refer to background details of QFCAP contained in 
Attachment 3 of MBN14/388. 

Prior to the latest amendments of the Act and Regulation, McKinlay Shire Council (the council) was not 
included in the Regulation which required named Public Potable Water Suppliers to commence fluoride 
dosing. The latest Act amendments did however, allow for new applicants to approach DSDIP for access to 
QFCAP funding. 

Funding will be available until the QFCAP concludes on 30 June 2014. 

Financial Incentive Agreement 

Should the Minister approve MBN14/388, DSDIP officers will prepare and arrange for the execution of a 
Financial Incentive Agreement in order to release the recommended $51 519.97 (excluding GST) for 
reimbursement of fluoridation concept design and other preliminary eligible costs. 

Project Notes and Comments 

Department of Health (DoH) officers initially fielded enquiries from council about the blending of water from 
several loca tion s. Following discussion with DoH which supported the project, officers from the council 
approached DSDIP to access the QFCAP to fund a project proposal which set out to reduce the high levels of 
naturally occurring fluoride found in Julia Creek's bore water by blending water from all five bores a t a central 
location to a consumption safe level. 

In June 2013 council approached DSDIP about accessing QFCAP funding for their water fluoridation project 
and email correspondence was distributed outlining the process that the council needed to follow in terms of 
determining the eligibility of QFCAP funding. To access QFCAP funding, council was required to engage a 
professional service provider to prepare fluoridation concept design reports (FCDR). 

On 9 December 2013 DSDIP received an electronic copy of council's Fluoridation Concept Design Report 
(FCDR). On 11 December 2013 DSDIP requested Beca Pty Ltd (Beca) undertake an independent review of the 
FCDR noting that the reviews are intended to identify the lowest lifecycle cost option and confirm that the 
proposal is safe in compliance with the fluoridation legislation and code of practice. 

On 13 February 2014 Beca contacted council with a list of queries and requested further in formation about the 
project. DSD
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On 25 February 2014 DSDIP officers contacted council and were advised they have a new Engineer starting this 
week and an Interim CEO. 

On 28 February 2014 a teleconference was urgently arranged for all parties interested in this project. In 
attendance were senior council officers, DSDIP officers, DoH officers and AECOM Consulting Engineers from 
Townsville. 

On 11 March 2014 DSDIP received a tax invoice for expenditure to date. Council was contacted and asked to 
withdraw the invoice as the project had yet to be reviewed and assessed for QFCAP eligibility and a 
recommendation processed for Ministerial funding approval. 

On 19 March 2014 council resolved not to proceed and to withdraw its application due to the imminent end of 
tl1e QFCAP scheme and council's limited technical human resources and other high priority works projects. 

On 21 March 2014 DSDIP received a letter from council confirming a decision had been made to not proceed 
with QFCAP funding. A copy of the 19 March 2014 council minutes and an invoice for recovery of eligible 
costs was included. 

DSDIP officers note that with each communication, council was made aware that the QFCAP ceases on 30 June 
2014. Council has been asked to ensure all expenditure claims and a project close out report be submitted with 
sufficient time to all assessment of same. 

Close Out Report 

As this is at the Ministerial approval stage a project close out report is not yet required to be lodged. Council 
has however been provided with the relevant document and assistance has been offered to assist with 
completion of same. 

Budget 

Sufficient funds remain in the QFCAP budget to pay this expenditure reimbursement claim. 

Previous Funding Claims 

As this project is at the Ministerial approval stage no previous funding has been paid. 

Supporting Information/Notes and Calculations 

In order to pre assess for QFCAP fw1ding approval, and in accordance with QFCAP guidelines, DSDIP officers 
liaised with council officers and obtained a copy of the relevant invoices and general ledger entry transactions 
to verify the claim made for fluoride expenditure. The total eligible expenditure to date is $51,519.97. The 
items submitted in the expenditure reimbursement submission Tables 1 and 2 were deemed eligible for 
reimbursement.

QFCAP provides up to 100 per cent funding of eligible works for the lowest cost option for the safe 
provision of water fluoridation. The Water Fluoridation Act 2008 {the Act) and the Water Fluoridation 
Regulation 2008 (the Regulation) provide the legislative framework for the QFCAP. 

The Act was amended by Parliament on 29 November 2012 and received assent on 5 December 2012. 
The amendments repealed the mandatory requirement for water supplies servicing greater than 
1000 residents to be fluoridated. This now requires local governments to decide whether or not to 
proceed with fluoridation based on the best interests of the community. Please refer to background 
details of QFCAP (Attachment 2). 

Prior to the Act and Regulation amendments, the council was required to commence fluoride dosing 
by 31 December 2012. 

In order to meet its obligations under the Act and Regulation, the council engaged an external 
professional service provider to prepare a fluoridation concept design report (FCDR) for the 
"Fluoridation of the Roma Bores" project. The cost of preparing the FCDR was eligible to be 
reimbursed under QFCAP.

KEY ISSUES: 

On 13 November 2013, council resolved not to fluoridate the water supply of Roma. 

On 25 February 2014, DSDIP received a request from council for reimbursement of $45 425.00 under 
QFCAP, this being the amount the council paid to an external professional service provider to 
prepare the FCDR. 

The funding recommendations were reviewed in conjunction with council's water fluoridation 
program and invoices supplied to DSDIP officers. Based on the evidence provided by council, the 
expenditure costs have been assessed as being eligible for QFCAP reimbursement. 

Sufficient funds remain in QFCAP to approve this funding recommendation. 

Should you agree to approve QFCAP funds for this project, Maranoa Regional Council will be 
required to enter into a Financial Incentive Agreement in the usual manner with the state to release 
the funds. QFCAP officers will instigate this process. 

As at 26 February 2014,94 projects had received QFCAP funding. 

The QFCAP budget is $58 650 000.00. Funding approvals, less savings on projects completed under 
budget, total $50 144 859.76, leaving $8 505 140.24 available to fund remaining water fluoridation 
infrastructure projects. 

The approval of $45 425.00 (excluding GST) being sought in this brief can be met from the 
$8 505140.24 remaining in the QFCAP budget. 

RESULTS OF CONSULTATION: 

The funding recommendations were reviewed in conjunction with council's water fluoridation 
program and invoices supplied to DSDIP officers.

Background Information relating to 
the Queensland Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program 

In December 2007, the Queensland Government introduced new legislation 
regarding the introduction of fluoride to Queensland's drinking water supplies. The 
Water Fluoridation Act 2008 (the Act) requires an eligible Public Potable Water 
Supplier (PPWS) to implement fluoridation within the timeframe prescribed in the 
Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 (the Regulation). A relevant PPWS under the 
Act means a PPWS supplying potable water to at least 1000 members of the public. 

Department of Health (DOH) administers the Act and subordinate legislation which 
establishes the implementation program and administrative and regulatory 
arrangements. DOH also sets the prescribed concentration of fluoride in drinking 
water and has monitoring responsibility once fluoridation plants become operational 
(following implementation). DOH has published and retains responsibility for the 
Water Fluoridation Code of Practice for the design and operation of fluoridation 
plants. 

The Major Projects Office is leading the infrastructure implementation of the 
Queensland Water Fluoridation Program (QWFP) from 2008-2014. 

The Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG) guides the implementation of 
water fluoridation by PPWSs (Councils and Water Boards). The departmentally 
managed IPMG contracts professional technical services from two companies 
(Cardno Pty Ltd and Beca Pty Ltd), to ensure the safe implementation of the QWFP 
in accordance with the Act, supporting Regulation and codes, and to meet the 
implementation schedule as announced by the former Premier in December 2007. 

QFCAP funding guidelines provide for funding of reasonable, lowest life cycle costs 
directly related to fluoridation. The proposed method of fluoride dosing must also 
conform to the Water Fluoridation Code of Practice. The Major Projects Office 
administers QFCAP and recommends QFCAP funding for each PPWS, based on 
recommendations of the IPMG. 

The Queensland Government has allocated funding to QFCAP over a six-year 
period, from 1 July 2008 to 30 June 2014, to assist each PPWS outside South East 
Queensland to safely implement fluoridation of regulated water supplies. Normally, 
fluoride dosing infrastructure will be funded at the rate of 100 per cent. However, 
there will be some instances where 100 per cent funding is not applied, such as: 

• where the PPWS has opted to utilise infrastructure or equipment which is not 
the lowest cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride (as advised by the IPMG); 

• where the PPWS has decided to undertake a fluoride delivery method, which, 
in the opinion of the IPMG professional technical review team, is not the lowest 
cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride ; 

• where the PPWS has included works which are not associated with the safe 
delivery of fluoride (e.g. replacement of existing parts); or 

• where the PPWS is receiving other State or Federal Government funding 
towards the project. 

Each PPWS (defined by the Act) listed in Schedule 1 of the Regulation, outside 
South East Queensland, is an eligible applicant for QFCAP funding. DSD
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QFCAP provides funding towards capital works associated with the design and 
installation of fluoridation infrastructure. Eligible works include design, construction 
and commissioning and initial plant operator training. 

Recurrent costs associated with operations and maintenance are excluded , apart 
from an allowance for the first three years provided to Indigenous communities which 
have implemented fluoridation under QFCAP. 

Amendments to the Act repealing the mandatory requirement for water supplies 
servicing greater than 1000 residents to be fluoridated were debated and passed by 
Parliament on 29 November 2012, receiving assent on 5 December 2012. The 
amendments require local governments to decide whether or not to fluoridate based 
on the best interests of the community. 

To accompany the amendments to the Act, the Regulation has been amended to 
remove Schedule 1 of the Regulation. Schedule 1 listed the water supplies to be 
fluoridated and the dates before which fluoride must be added to a water supply. 
Regulation amendments were passed by the Governor in Council on 20 December 
2012. 

PPWS that have expended funding on fluoridation in good faith, when fluoridation 
was mandatory, but decide not to continue with fluoridation or cease dosing fluoride , 
will be reimbursed eligible costs for fluoridation. 

The QFCAP will continue until 30 June 2014, to enable PPWS sufficient time to 
submit reimbursement claims due to: 

• community consultation, where undertaken, to assist local governments in the 
decision making process; 

• contract negotiation where PPWS pull out of a construction contract; or 

• delays in commencement of fluoridation infrastructure, for those that decide to 
continue implementation of fluoridation , while PPWS awaited Act amendments. 

With the removal of Schedule 1 of the Regulation any PPWS, regardless of 
population serviced, will be eligible to apply for funding under the QFCAP for 
fluoridation infrastructure, where the Council makes the decision to fluoridate. 
Payment claims will need to be finalised prior to the completion of QFCAP in June 
2014.

In accordance with QFCAP guidelines, DSDIP received council's expenditure advice le tter dated 
25 February 2014, totalling $45 425.00 (excluding GST). This claim represents eligible costs incurred 
during the fluoridation concept design report phase. 

The council submits the current QFCAP expenditure reimbursement claim under the guidelines that 
were in effect prior to these recent amendments. Regardless of the legislative amendments, 
reimbursement of the council's expenditure claim remains valid for consideration. 

Budget 

QFCAP funding is available until the program concludes on 30 June 2014. Sufficient funds remain in 
the QFCAP budget to pay council's first and final eligible expenditure reimbursement claim. 

Financial Incentive Agreement 

If approved, council will be required to enter into a Financial Incentive Agreement (Agreement). 

Close Out Report 

Not relevant until an approval has been granted and council has lodged its first an d final claim under 
QFCAP.

Council has not previously been reimbursed any QFCAP funding for this water fluoridation project.

While council lodged numerous reports for expenditure reimbursement, DSDIP had concerns with 
the level of detail and depth of supporting documentation provided from council's financial 
transactions. As a result, DSDIP officers have worked with council officers in order to achieve a 
mutually agreeable outcome which provides you with the recommendation for approval of $36 794.45 
and release of QFCAP funds for this project. 

Although it was originally planned to have your approval and all reimbwsement resolved prior to 
the de-amalgamation date of 1 January 2014, this did not occur as council only lodged the final signed 
subsidy claim form dated 24 December 2013 and Project Close Out Report electronically with DSDIP 
on 23 January 2014. 

Prior to the latest amendments of the Act and Regulation, the council was required to commence 
fluoride dosing by 31 December 2012. In order to access QFCAP funding, council was required to 
engage a professional service provider to prepare a fluoridation concept design report (FCDR) for the 
Fluoridation of the Atherton WTP project. 

On 20 December 2012 at an Ordinary Meeting, the former Tablelands Regional Council resolved 
fluoride not be added to water supplies within the jurisdiction of the Tablelands Regional Council. 

To ensure the veracity of council's claim, DSDIP sought advice from the Internal Audit Unit on the 
use of statutory declarations and also advice from other similar state government funding agencies. 

The funding recommendations were reviewed in conjunction with council's water fluoridation 
program and invoices supplied to DSDIP officers. Based on the evidence provided by council, the 
expenditure costs have been assessed as being eligible for QFCAP reimbursement. 

Should you agree to approve QFCAP funds for this project, Tablelands Regional Council will be 
required to enter into a Financial Incentive Agreement in the usual manner with the State to release 
the funds. QFCAP officers will instigate this process. 

Sufficient funds remain in QFCAP to approve this funding recommendation. 

As at 29 January 2014, 94 projects had received QFCAP funding. 

The QFCAP budget is $58 650 000.00. Funding approvals, less savings on projects completed under 
budget, total $50 144 859.76, leaving $8 505 140.24 available to fund remaining water fluoridation 
infrastructure projects. 

The approval of $36 794.45 (excluding GST) being sought in this brief can be met from the 
$8 505 140.24 remaining in the QFCAP budget.

Background Information relating to 
the Queensland Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program 

In December 2007, the Queensland Government introduced new legislation 
regarding the introduction of fluoride to Queensland's drinking water supplies. The 
Water Fluoridation Act 2008 (the Act) requires an eligible Public Potable Water 
Supplier (PPWS) to implement fluoridation within the timeframe prescribed in the 
Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 (the Regulation). A relevant PPWS under the 
Act means a PPWS supplying potable water to at least 1000 members of the public. 

Department of Health (DOH) administers the Act and subordinate legislation which 
establishes the implementation program and administrative and regulatory 
arrangements. DOH also sets the prescribed concentration of fluoride in drinking 
water and has monitoring responsibility once fluoridation plants become operational 
(following implementation). DOH has published and retains responsibility for the 
Water Fluoridation Code of Practice for the design and operation of fluoridation 
plants. 

The Major Projects Office is leading the infrastructure implementation of the 
Queensland Water Fluoridation Program (QWFP) from 2008-2014. 

The Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG) guides the implementation of 
water fluoridation by PPWSs (Councils and Water Boards). The departmentally 
managed IPMG contracts professional technical services from two companies 
(Card no Pty Ltd and Beca Pty Ltd), to ensure the safe implementation of the QWFP 
in accordance with the Act, supporting Regulation and codes, and to meet the 
implementation schedule as announced by the former Premier in December 2007. 

QFCAP funding guidelines provide for funding of reasonable, lowest life cycle costs 
directly related to fluoridation. The proposed method of fluoride dosing must also 
conform to the Water Fluoridation Code of Practice. The Major Projects Office 
administers QFCAP and recommends QFCAP funding for each PPWS, based on 
recommendations of the I PM G. 

The Queensland Government has allocated funding to QFCAP over a six-year 
period, from 1 July 2008 to 30 June 2014, to assist each PPWS outside South East 
Queensland to safely implement fluoridation of regulated water supplies. Normally, 
fluoride dosing infrastructure will be funded at the rate of 100 per cent. However, 
there will be some instances where 100 per cent funding is not applied, such as: 

• where the PPWS has opted to utilise infrastructure or equipment which is not 
the lowest cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride (as advised by the IPMG); 

• where the PPWS has decided to undertake a fluoride delivery method, which, 
in the opinion of the IPMG professional technical review team, is not the lowest 
cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride; 

• where the PPWS has included works which are not associated with the safe 
delivery of fluoride (e.g. replacement of existing parts); or 

• where the PPWS is receiving other State or Federal Government funding 
towards the project. 

Each PPWS (defined by the Act) listed in Schedule 1 of the Regulation, outside 
South East Queensland, is an eligible applicant for QFCAP funding. DSD
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QFCAP provides funding towards capital works associated with the design and 
installation of fluoridation infrastructure. Eligible works include design, construction 
and commissioning and initial plant operator training. 

Recurrent costs associated with operations and maintenance are excluded, apart 
from an allowance for the first three years provided to Indigenous communities which 
have implemented fluoridation under QFCAP. 

Amendments to the Act repealing the mandatory requirement for water supplies 
servicing greater than 1000 residents to be fluoridated were debated and passed by 
Parliament on 29 November 2012, receiving assent on 5 December 2012. The 
amendments require local governments to decide whether or not to fluoridate based 
on the best interests of the community. 

To accompany the amendments to the Act, the Regulation has been amended to 
remove Schedule 1 of the Regulation. Schedule 1 listed the water supplies to be 
fluoridated and the dates before which fluoride must be added to a water supply. 
Regulation amendments were passed by the Governor in Council on 20 December 
2012. 

PPWS that have expended funding on fluoridation in good faith, when fluoridation 
was mandatory, but decide not to continue with fluoridation or cease dosing fluoride, 
will be reimbursed eligible costs for fluoridation. 

The QFCAP will continue until 30 June 2014, to enable PPWS sufficient time to 
submit reimbursement claims due to: 

• community consultation, where undertaken, to assist local governments in the 
decision making process; 

• contract negotiation where PPWS pull out of a construction contract; or 

• delays in commencement of fluoridation infrastructure, for those that decide to 
continue implementation of fluoridation, while PPWS awaited Act amendments. 

With the removal of Schedule 1 of the Regulation any PPWS, regardless of 
population serviced, will be eligible to apply for funding under the QFCAP for 
fluoridation infrastructure, where the Council makes the decision to fluoridate. 
Payment claims will need to be finalised prior to the completion of QFCAP in June 
2014.

In order to assist Queensland local governments with the cost of implementing water fluoridation, the 
Department of State Development, Infrastructure and Planning (DSDIP), manages the QFCAP. The 
QFCAP provides up to 100 per cent funding of eligible works for the lowest cost option for the safe 
provisions of water fluoridation.

This motion was 
carried 5-4. The council has however incurred eligible QFCAP expenditure. 

The Tablelands Regional Council was de-amalgamated on 1st January 2014 to form a new Tablelands 
Regional Council and a new Mareeba Shire Council. As of 1 January 2014 the Atherton WTP project 
remains under the jurisdiction of the new Tablelands Regional 

DSDIP officers have been actively working with former Tablelands Regional Council officers over the last 
twelve months to finalise this project and reach an agreement on a recommended payment amount. 

While council had lodged numerous reports and paperwork for expenditure reimbursement DSDIP had 
concerns with the level of detail and depth of supporting documentation provided from cow1cil' s financial 
transactions. As a result DSDIP officers have worked tirelessly with council's project manager/ contractor 
Ron Holden and officers in order to achieve a mutually agreeable outcome which provides Deputy 
Premier and Minister for State Development, Infrastructure and Planning (DP) with the recommendation 
for approval of $36 794.45 and release of QFCAP funds for this project. 

To ensure the veracity of council's claim DSDIP sought advice from the Internal Audit unit on the use of 
statutory declarations for this and other QFCAP projects. 

Although it was originally planned to have the DP' s approval and all reimbursement resolved prior to the 
de-amalgamation date of 1 January 2014 date, this did not occur. Council lodged the final signed subsidy 
claim form version dated 24 December 2013 and Project Close Out Report electronically with DSDIP on DSD
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23 January 2014 and signed the first set of attachments for its Statutory Declaration (Stat Dec)dated 
4 December 2013 on 14 February 2014. 

Note however that although dated 4 December 2013 council did not forward the signed Stat Dec document 
until 28 January 2014 and signed attachments A, B and C noted in the Stat Dec were not included. 
QFCAP' s program manager spoke with council's project manager on 10 February 2014 advising of the 
missing documents and sent an email outlining exactly what was required. Documents were supplied to 
the fluoride mailbox on 14 February but not all of the attachments were relevant. Additionally it was 
noted that the Contract (Attachment A to the Stat Dec) was not a) signed by all parties; b) inclusive of the 
Mareeba WTP project; and c) the total value was considerably less than the amount council has paid to this 
contractor (AECOM). 

Although not specifically relevant to the Atherton WTP approval brief, council's project manager is 
checking on whether there is a letter of variation to include the Mareeba WTP project. This is because the 
AECOM expenditure allocation spread sheet (Attachment B) is to cover all of council's projects and needs 
to be correct before the brief could be progressed. 

On 17 February 2014 DSDIP Officers reviewed the attachments and contacted the project manager Ron 
Holden confirming the discussions that DSDIP is unable to further progress the council's expenditure 
reimbursement claims until the following has been addressed. Upon receipt of these DSDIP will be in a 
position to further assess the claims. 

• Stat Dec dated 4 December 2013, minutes at the foot of the document, "Attachment C", yet there is 
no mention in the Stat Dec if Attachment C. Attachment C which is AECOM Invoice Copies for 
council water treatment plant projects does not add any value if signed contracts between the 
council and AECOM are provided to cover the Ravenshoe, Kuranda, Malanda, Mareeba and 
Atherton projects. 

• Attachment A and Attachment B certified dates are after the Stat Dec certified date. Dates need to 
align. 

• Attachment A provided which is a signed copy by council (only) of the Consultancy (AECOM) 
agreement for Tablelands Fluoridation Implementation Program and a Letter of Variance or 
contract in relation to the Mareeba project is required for any reimbursement claim in rela tion to 
this project to progress. In relation to the Agreement provided it has only been signed by the 
council, a copy with the consultancy firm's (AECOM) execution as well should be provided. 

• Attachment A provided which is a signed copy by TRC (only) of the Consultancy (AECOM) 
agreement for Tablelands Fluoridation Implementation Program and a Letter of Variation by 
AECOM specifically in relation to the implementation of a new fluoride dosing system at Atherton 
do not make mention of the Mareeba project. A Letter of Variation or contract in relation to the 
Mareeba project is required for any reimbursement claim in relation to this project to progress. In 
relation to the Agreement provided, it has only been signed by the Council, a copy with the 
Consultancy firm's (AECOM) execution as well should be provided. 

Further telephone conversations occurred between council's contractor and DSDIP staff about the validity 
of subsequent Stat Dec attachment documents. 

On 25 February 2014 the final Stat Dec attachment document was electronically received and found to be 
in order (in that the dates now tie in with the Stat Dec date). The original though yet to be received is 
being mailed. 

The funding recommendation in this file note was prepared in conjunction with council's water 
fluoridation program and invoices supplied to DSDIP officers. Based on the evidence provided by council, 
the expenditure costs have been assessed as being eligible for QFCAP reimbursement. DSD
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Should the DP agree to approve QFCAP funds for this project, Council will be required to enter into a 
Financial Incentive Agreement in the usual manner with the State to release the funds. DSDIP officers will 
instigate this process. 

Sufficient funds remain in QFCAP to approve this funding recommendation and funding will be available 
until the QFCAP concludes on 30 June 2014.

The Major Projects Office is leading the infrastructure implementation of the 
Queensland Water Fluoridation Program (QWFP) from 2008-2014. 

The Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG) guides the implementation of 
water fluoridation by PPWSs (Councils and Water Boards). The departmentally 
managed IPMG contracts professional technical services from two companies 
(Cardno Pty Ltd and Beca Pty Ltd), to ensure the safe implementation of the QWFP 
in accordance with the Act, supporting Regulation and codes, and to meet the 
implementation schedule as announced by the former Premier in December 2007. 

QFCAP funding guidelines provide for funding of reasonable, lowest life cycle costs 
directly related to fluoridation. The proposed method of fluoride dosing must also 
conform to the Water Fluoridation Code of Practice. The Major Projects Office 
administers QFCAP and recommends QFCAP funding for each PPWS, based on 
recommendations of the I PM G. 

The Queensland Government has allocated funding to QFCAP over a six-year 
period, from 1 July 2008 to 30 June 2014, to assist each PPWS outside South East 
Queensland to safely implement fluoridation of regulated water supplies. Normally, 
fluoride dosing infrastructure will be funded at the rate of 100 per cent. However, 
there will be some instances where 100 per cent funding is not applied, such as: 

• where the PPWS has opted to utilise infrastructure or equipment which is not 
the lowest cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride (as advised by the IPMG); 

• where the PPWS has decided to undertake a fluoride delivery method, which, 
in the opinion of the IPMG professional technical review team, is not the lowest 
cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride; 

• where the PPWS has included works which are not associated with the safe 
delivery of fluoride (e.g. replacement of existing parts); or 

• where the PPWS is receiving other State or Federal Government funding 
towards the project. 

Each PPWS (defined by the Act) listed in Schedule 1 of the Regulation, outside 
South East Queensland, is an eligible applicant for QFCAP funding. DSD
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QFCAP provides funding towards capital works associated with the design and 
installation of fluoridation infrastructure. Eligible works include design, construction 
and commissioning and initial plant operator training. 

Recurrent costs associated with operations and maintenance are excluded, apart 
from an allowance for the first three years provided to Indigenous communities which 
have implemented fluoridation under QFCAP. 

Amendments to the Act repealing the mandatory requirement for water supplies 
servicing greater than 1000 residents to be fluoridated were debated and passed by 
Parliament on 29 November 2012, receiving assent on 5 December 2012. The 
amendments require local governments to decide whether or not to fluoridate based 
on the best interests of the community. 

To accompany the amendments to the Act, the Regulation has been amended to 
remove Schedule 1 of the Regulation. Schedule 1 listed the water supplies to be 
fluoridated and the dates before which fluoride must be added to a water supply. 
Regulation amendments were passed by the Governor in Council on 20 December 
2012. 

PPWS that have expended funding on fluoridation in good faith , when fluoridation 
was mandatory, but decide not to continue with fluoridation or cease dosing fluoride, 
will be reimbursed eligible costs for fluoridation. 

The QFCAP will continue until 30 June 2014, to enable PPWS sufficient time to 
submit reimbursement claims due to: 

• community consultation, where undertaken, to assist local governments in the 
decision making process; 

• contract negotiation where PPWS pull out of a construction contract; or 

• delays in commencement of fluoridation infrastructure, for those that decide to 
continue implementation of fluoridation, while PPWS awaited Act amendments. 

With the removal of Schedule 1 of the Regulation any PPWS, regardless of 
population serviced, will be eligible to apply for funding under the QFCAP for 
fluoridation infrastructure, where the Council makes the decision to fluoridate.

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In 2009, the council purchased two water fluoridation dosing systems for installation at each of the 
Freshwater Creek Tunnel Hill and Behana Creek WTPs. The orders for the fluoridation system for 
both WTPs were placed at the same time, as council claims it achieved some cost savings by ordering 
the two dosing systems together. The council received QFCAP funding for the Freshwater Creek 
Tunnel Hill WTP and the fluoridation plant was subsequently commissioned by the regulated date of 
31 December 2009. The regulated date for Behana Creek WTP at that time was 31 December 2011. On 
1 January 2010, as a result of an amendment to the fluoride legislation, the date by which the council 
was required to add fluoride to Behana Creek WTP was amended to 31 December 2012. 

The council purchased the Behana Creek WTP water fluoridation dosing system prior to funding 
approval being obtained and prior to entering into a financial incentive agreement with the state. 
Council has indicated that it advised DSDIP officers at the time it was purchasing the dosing system 
for the Behana WTP. However, since the commencement of the QFCAP, it has been the DSDIP's 
position, emphasised to councils, that should a council enter into major purchases prior to receiving 
funding approval, it does so at its own risk, that is there were no guarantees that a council would be 
reimbursed for any expenditure incurred. 

On 30 January 2013, the council resolved that, by 13 February 2013, it cease the fluoridation of the 
council's water supply at the four WTPs where a fluoride dosing system had been commissioned. To 
date council, has received QFCAP funding for the Tunnel Hill, Frenchmans Creek, Mossman and 
Whyanbeel WTPs totalling $3 356 414.30. 

In August 2013, the council requested reimbursement of expenditure of $434 602.68 (excluding GST) 
for the purchase of a water fluoridation dosing system and preparaL.ion of a Fluorldalion Conct:!pl 
Design Report (FCDR) for the Behana Creek WTP. At this time, the request was not supported by 
evidence from the council's financial database and DSDIP did not receive this information until 
February 2014. The fluoride dosing system unit has not been installed. 

QFCAP has honoured some costs incurred by councils in preparing a FCDR prior to receiving 
funding approval. Preparation of the FCDR was a pre-requisite to receiving funding approval under 
QFCAP. To date, no council has been reimbursed for infrastructure constructed or purchased prior to 
QFCAP funding approval being obtained by DSDIP. 

In April 2014, the council advised DSDIP of an amendment to its project management costs and 
provided evidence to support QFCAP eligible expenditure of $85 380.68 (excluding GST) for the 
preparation of a FCDR, advertising and external project management fees. 

Consequently, DSDIP recommends funding of $85 380.68 (excluding GST) be approved for the 
Fluoridation of the Behana Creek WTP, this being the amount requested by the council less the cost 
($349 222.00) of the purchase of the water fluoridation dosing system, that was purchased without 
QFCAP funding approval and has not been installed . 

The approval of $85 380.68 (excluding GST) for the Fluoridation of the Behana Creek WTP project 
being sought in this brief can be met from the $2.5 million remaining in the QFCAP budget.

Background Information relating to 
the Queensland Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program 

In December 2007, the Queensland Government introduced new legislation 
regarding the introduction of fluoride to Queensland's drinking water supplies. The 
Water Fluoridation Act 2008 (the Act) requires an eligible Public Potable Water 
Supplier (PPWS) to implement fluoridation within the timeframe prescribed in the 
Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 (the Regulation). A relevant PPWS under the 
Act means a PPWS supplying potable water to at least 1000 members of the public. 

Department of Health (DOH) administers the Act and subordinate legislation which 
establishes the implementation program and administrative and regulatory 
arrangements. DOH also sets the prescribed concentration of fluoride in drinking 
water and has monitoring responsibi lity once fluoridation plants become operational 
(following implementation). DOH has published and retains responsibility for the 
Water Fluoridation Code of Practice for the design and operation of fluoridation 
plants. 

The Major Projects Office is leading the infrastructure implementation of the 
Queensland Water Fluoridation Program (QWFP) from 2008-2014. 

The Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG) guides the implementation of 
water fluoridation by PPWSs (Councils and Water Boards). The departmentally 
managed IPMG contracts professional technical services from two companies 
(Cardno Pty Ltd and Beca pty Ltd), to ensure the safe implementation of the QWFP 
in accordance with the Act, supporting Regulation and codes, and to meet the 
implementation schedule as announced by the former Premier in December 2007. 

QFCAP funding guidelines provide for funding of reasonable, lowest life cycle costs 
directly related to fluoridation. The proposed method of fluoride dosing must also 
conform to the Water Fluoridation Code of Practice. The Major Projects Office 
administers QFCAP and recommends QFCAP funding for each PPWS, based on 
recommendations of the IPMG. 

The Queensland Government has allocated funding to QFCAP over a six-year 
period, from 1 July 2008 to 30 June 2014, to assist each PPWS outside South East 
Queensland to safely implement fluoridation of regulated water supplies. Normally, 
fluoride dosing infrastructure will be funded at the rate of 100 per cent. However, 
there will be some instances where 100 per cent funding is not applied, such as: 

• where the PPWS has opted to utilise infrastructure or equipment which is not 
the lowest cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride (as advised by the IPMG); 

• where the PPWS has decided to undertake a fluoride delivery method, which, 
in the opinion of the IPMG professional technical review team, is not the lowest 
cost option for the safe delivery of fluoride; 

• where the PPWS has included works which are not associated with the safe 
delivery of fluoride (e.g. replacement of existing parts); or 

• where the PPWS is receiving other State or Federal Government funding 
towards the project. 

Each PPWS (defined by the Act) listed in Schedule 1 of the Regulation, outside 
South East Queensland, is an eligible applicant for QFCAP funding. DSD
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QFCAP provides funding towards capital works associated with the design and 
installation of fluoridation infrastructure. Eligible works include design, construction 
and commissioning and initial plant operator training. 

Recurrent costs associated with operations and maintenance are excluded, apart 
from an allowance for the first three years provided to Indigenous communities which 
have implemented fluoridation under QFCAP. 

Amendments to the Act repealing the mandatory requirement for water supplies 
servicing greater than 1000 residents to be fluoridated were debated and passed by 
Parliament on 29 November 2012, receiving assent on 5 December 2012. The 
amendments require local governments to decide whether or not to fluoridate based 
on the best interests of the community. 

To accompany the amendments to the Act, the Regulation has been amended to 
remove Schedule 1 of the Regulation. Schedule 1 listed the water supplies to be 
fluoridated and the dates before which fluoride must be added to a water supply. 
Regulation amendments were passed by the Governor in Council on 20 December 
2012. 

PPWS that have expended funding on fluoridation in good faith, when fluoridation 
was mandatory, but decide not to continue with fluoridation or cease dosing fluoride, 
will be reimbursed eligible costs for fluoridation. 

The QFCAP will continue until 30 June 2014, to enable PPWS sufficient time to 
submit reimbursement claims due to: 

• community consultation, where undertaken, to assist local governments in the 
decision making process; 

• contract negotiation where PPWS pull out of a construction contract; or 
• delays in commencement of fluoridation infrastructure, for those that decide to 

continue implementation of fluoridation , while PPWS awaited Act amendments. 

With the removal of Schedule 1 of the Regulation any PPWS, regardless of 
population serviced, will be eligible to apply for funding under the QFCAP for 
fluoridation infrastructure, where the Council makes the decision to fluoridate . 
Payment claims will need to be finalised prior to the completion of QFCAP in June 
2014. 

The QFCAP guidelines are currently being updated to reflect recent Act and 
Regulation amendments. 
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Recommendation of funds for Cairns Regional Council under the Queensland 
Fluoridation Capital Assistance Program (QFCAP) - project history 

Behana Creek Water Treatment Plant 

Under the earlier versions of the Water Fluoridntion Regulation 2008 (the Regulation), responsibility 
for implementing the "Fluoridation of the Behana Creek Water Treatment Plant" project was 
assigned to Tablelands Regional Council. The regulated date (the date by which fluoride was to be 
added to the water supply system) was 31 December 2011. This was an error, as the Behana Creek 
Water Treatment Plant (WTP) was located in Cairns Regional Council. 

Cairns Regional Council (hereafter referred to as "the council") officers advised the Department of 
Health (DoH- the Agency responsible for the Regulation) that the Behana Creek WTP was located 
in Cairns Regional Council, and requested that the legislation be amended to reflect the correct 
locality. DoH subsequently amended the legislation. 

Council prepared a fluoridation concept design report (FCDR) for the "Fluoridation of the Behana 
Creek WTP'' and submitted it to DSDIP 28 July 2009 with the QFCAP Application Form. The 
QFCAP Application Form indicated that council had awarded mechanical equipment for both 
Behana Creek and Freshwater Creek Tunnel Hill WTPs on 22 July 2009. The council placed orders 
for two water fluoridation dosing systems in August 2009 intended for installation at the 
Freshwater Creek Tunnel Hill WTP and the Behana Creek WTP. Freshwater Creek Tunnel Hill 
WTP regulated date was 31 December 2009. The orders were placed a t the same time as council 
claims it achieved some cost savings by ordering the two plants together. 

DSDIP referred the FCDR to the Infrastructure Project Management Group (IPMG), which 
completed their review in March 2010. The extended review time was due to the discovery that 
council may build a new water treatment plant at Gordonvale as part of the Mulgrave Aquifer 
Scheme and would therefore no longer fluoridate water from Behana Creek. Discussions were 
undertaken between DoH and council. 

On 1 January 2010, as a result of an amendment to the legislation, the date by which the council 
was required to add fluoride to Behana Creek WTP was amended to 31 December 2012. The 
Behana Creek water fluoridation dosing system was placed in storage, as cow1cil considered 
whether to construct a new Behana Creek WTP, or upgrade the existing plant. 

It should be noted tl1at the council purchased the Behana Creek water fluoridation dosing system 
prior to receiving a funding approval and prior to entering into a financial incentive agreement 
with the State. 

Council has indicated tha t it advised DSDIP officers at the time it was purchasing the dosing 
system for the Behana WTP. However, since the commencement of the QFCAP, it has been the 
Department's position, emphasized to Councils, that should a council enter into major purchases 
prior to receiving funding approval, it does so at its own risk, that is, there were no guarantees that 
a council would be reimbursed for any expenditure incurred. 

Council prepared a new FCDR for Behana WTP in la te 2011 after a review of the original FCDR 
identified several areas that needed further investigation particularly electrical supply and 
perceived excessive building size to house the water fluoridation dosing system. The new FCDR 
was submitted to DSDIP in April 2012. DSDIP referred the FCDR to the IPMG, which reviewed 
the FCDR during May 2012 and recommended maximum funding of $673 800.00 (excluding GST) 
be made available for the project. 

In June 2012, a briefing note recommending funding for this project was prepared for the 
consideration of the Deputy Premier. This brief, along with other QFCAP funding approval briefs, DSD
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was placed on hold while DoH prepared Act amendment proposals for debate in Parliament in 
relation to water fluoridation. Council was advised the funding approval recommendation was 
placed on hold. 

In October 2012, a briefing note recommending funding for this project was prepared for the 
consideration of the Deputy Premier. This brief, along with other QFCAP funding approval briefs, 
was placed on hold while the DoH prepared further amendment proposals to the Act for debate in 
Parliament in relation to water fluoridation. Council was advised the funding approval 
recommendation was placed on hold. 

On 29 November 2012, the Honourable Mark McArdle MP, Minister for Energy and Water Supply, 
made the following statement in Parliament: 

" ... Those loml governments that have up to now invested in drinking water fluoridation infrastructure in 
good faith and that subsequently determine that it is not in the best interests of the community to continue 
fluoridation may be able to claim eligible capital costs back from tlze Queensland Fluoridation Capital 
Assistance Program." 

In January 2013, council resolved to cease adding fluoride to the Tunnel Hill, Frenchmans Creek, 
Mossman and Whyanbeel WTPs. Council had received QFCAP funding totalling $3 356 414.30 for 
these water fluoridation plants. 

In August 2013, council submitted a request for reimbursement for the Behana Creek WTP project. 
Council expenditure to date was $434 612.68 (excluding GST). In an e-mail dated 17 April 2014, 
council indicated that only $42 560.00 of the project management fees are applicable to the water 
fluoridation project for development of the FCDR. Subsequently, council submitted an amended 
expenditure claim for $433 252.68 (excluding GST). In May 2015, council provided evidence from 
their financial system that project management costs for Behana CK fluoride project were actually 
$44,000 (excluding GST). 

Council is claiming reimbursement of the following eligible items:

While council has incurred expenditure beyond preparing the FCDR prior to receiving a QFCAP 
funding approval, it suggests it did so in good faith. Council backs its claim for purchasing tl1e 
water fluoridation dosing system stating the conditions of the Act and the Regulation (as they 
were a t the time) made purchasing water fluoridation infrastructure mandatory. However, the 
regulated da te for Behana Creek WTP, at the time tl1e dosing system was purchased (August 2009) 
was 31 December 2011. 

Throughout the QFCAP rollout all public potable water suppliers (PPWS) have been repeatedly 
advised by DSDIP officers that should a council en ter into major purchases prior to receiving 
funding approval, it does so at its own risk, that is, there were no guarantees tha t a council would 
be reimbursed for any expenditure incurred . DSD
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The fluoride dosing unit for the Behana Creek WTP was not installed and following council's 
decision to not fluoridate the Cairns water supply, council advises it has a ttempted to sell the 
surplus water fluoridation dosing system and there is currently no market for it. 

Major Projects Office, QFCAP officers consulted with DSDIP Internal Audit who support the 
decision to not reimburse the council for the cost ($349 222.00) of the purchase of the water 
fluoridation dosing system. 

Table 2 below indicates the DSDIP officer recommendation for this project based on the QFCAP 
program guidelines and a review of the advice sought from DSDIP Internal Audit and DSDIP 
Legal.

Looking at the Hinchinbrook Fluoridation Project in overview, Council can note some items that may assist the 
Department for future implementations. A list of these is given below: 

• Hinchinbrook Shire Council has 5 water treatment plants, all of which now have fluoridation. There are a total of 
3 water schemes in the Shire. The Fluoridation Funding was set up with 5 separate agreements for each 
Fluoridation Plant. It would have been preferred if these agreements were rolled into one. 

• The delay in payment and ongoing request for documentation placed strain on Council and created a shortfall in 
Council's cash f low. It would have been helpful if required documentation, e.g. Statutory Declarations, was 
requested at the beginning of the project and Council could have gathered these from companies after invoices 
were processed. 

• It may have been of advantage for the Shire to have the broad technical specifications determined by a Technica l 
Specification Committee appointed by the State Department Proposing the implementation of a process. These 
Specifications cou ld then be set up to suit a range of scheme sizes. There would have been a significant cost 
saving to Local Government and the State Government if there was say six (6) standa rd treatments to suit various 
size schemes that could be applied according to the number of connections. These standardised solutions could 
then be modified according to local conditions but would not need Technical review or detailed first principals 
design. A further advantage may be that the limited number of equipment suppliers could be contacted prior to 
projects commencing to collaborate on specifications and arrange Standing Offer pricing.

Looking at the Hinchinbrook Fluoridation Project in overview, Council can note some items that may assist the 
Department for future implementations. A list of these is given below: 

• Hinchinbrook Shire Council has 5 water treatment plants, all of which now have fluoridation. There are a total of 
3 water schemes in the Shire. The Fluoridation Funding was set up with 5 separate agreements for each 
Fluoridation Plant. It would have been preferred if these agreements were rolled into one. 

• The delay in payment and ongoing request for documentation placed strain on Council and created a shortfall in 
Council's cash flow. It would have been helpful if required documentation, e.g. Statutory Declarations, was 
requested at the beginning of the project and Council could have gathered these from companies after invoices 
were processed. 

• It may have been of advantage for the Shire to have the broad technical specifications determined by a Technical 
Specification Committee appointed by the State Department Proposing the implementation of a process. These 
Specifications could then be set up to suit a range of scheme sizes. There would have been a significant cost 
saving to Local Government and the State Government if there was say six (6) standard treatments to suit various 
size schemes that could be applied according to the number of connections. These standardised solutions could 
then be modified according to local conditions but would not need Technical review or detailed first principals 
design . A further advantage may be that the limited number of equipment suppl iers could be contacted prior to 
projects commencing to collaborate on specifications and arrange Standing Offer pricing.

LESSONS LEARNT 

Looking at the Hinchinbrook Fluoridation Project in overview, Council can note some items that may assist the 
Department for future implementations. A list of these is given below: 

• Hinchinbrook Shire Council has 5 water treatment plants, all of which now have fluoridation. There are a total of 
3 water schemes in the Shire. The Fluoridation Funding was set up with 5 separate agreements for each 
Fluoridation Plant. It would have been preferred if these agreements were rolled into one. 

• The delay in payment and ongoing request for documentation placed strain on Counci l and created a shortfall in 
Council 's cash f low. It would have been helpfu l if required documentation, e.g. Statutory Declarations, was 
requested at the beginning of the project and Council could have gathered these from companies after invoices 
were processed. 

• It may have been of advantage for the Shire to have the broad technical specifications determined by a Technical 
Specification Committee appointed by the State Department Proposing the implementation of a process. These 
Specifications could then be set up to suit a range of scheme sizes. There would have been a significant cost 
saving to Local Government and the State Government if there was say six (6) standard treatments to suit various 
size schemes that could be applied according to the number of connections. These standardised solutions could 
then be modified according to local conditions but would not need Technical review or detailed first principals 
design. A further advantage may be that the limited number of equipment suppliers could be contacted prior to 
projects commencing to collaborate on specifications and arrange Standing Offer pricing.

LESSONS LEARNT 

Looking at the Hinchinbrook Fluoridation Project in overview, Council can note some items that may assist the 
Department for future implementations. A list of these is given below: 

• Hinchinbrook Shire Council has 5 water t reatment plants, all of which now have fluoridation. There are a total of 
3 water schemes in the Shire. The Fluoridation Funding was set up with 5 separate agreements for each 
Fluoridation Plant. It would have been preferred if these agreements were rolled into one. 

• The delay in payment and ongoing request for documentation placed strain on Council and created a shortfall in 
Council's cash f low. It would have been helpful if required documentation, e.g. Statutory Declarations, was 
requested at the beginning of the project and Council could have gathered these f rom companies after invoices 
were processed. 

• It may have been of advantage for the Shire to have the broad technical specifications determined by a Technical 
Specification Committee appointed by the State Department Proposing the implementation of a process. These 
Specifications could then be set up to suit a range of scheme sizes. There would have been a significant cost 
saving to Local Government and the State Government if there was say six (6) standard treatments to suit various 
size schemes that could be applied according to the number of connections. These standardised solutions could 
then be modified according to local conditions but would not need Technical review or detailed first principals 
design.

LESSONS LEARNT 

Looking at the Hinchinbrook Fluoridation Project in overview, Council can note some items that may assist the 
Department for future implementations. A list of these is given below: 

• Hinchinbrook Shire Council has 5 water treatment plants, all of which now have fluoridation. There are a total of 
3 water schemes in the Shire. The Fluoridation Funding was set up with 5 separate agreements for each 
Fluoridation Plant. It would have been preferred if these agreements were rolled into one. 

• The delay in payment and ongoing request for documentation placed strain on Council and created a shortfall in 
Councirs cash flow. It would have been helpful if required documentation, e.g. Statutory Declarations, was 
requested at the beginning of the project and Council could have gathered these from companies after invoices 
were processed. 

• It may have been of advantage for the Shire to have the broad technical specifications determined by a Technical 
Specification Committee appointed by the State Department Proposing the implementation of a process. These 
Specifications could then be set up to suit a range of scheme sizes. There would have been a significant cost 
saving to Local Government and the State Government if there was say six (6) standard treatments to suit various 
size schemes that cou ld be applied according to the number of connections. These standardised solutions could 
then be modified according to local conditions but would not need Technical review or detailed first principals 
design. A further advantage may be that the limited number of equipment suppliers cou ld be contacted prior to 
projects commencing to collaborate on specifications and arrange Standing Offer pricing. 
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
